Declarer won the heart lead in
dummy and led a small trump to
his king, East playing low and
West showing out. South now had
no way to avoid two trump losers
which, together with a heart and
a diamond, cost him the contract.
The defeat was charged to bad
luck, but it could have been avert-
ed. South’s failure to make pro-
per allowance for the 40 trump
Pre.k contributed also to his de-
eat.
The correct play of spades from
dummy, not the three. This play
provides positive protection
against the loss of more than one
trump trick. The 10-8-5 which
remain, if East takes the jack
with the ace, can be picked up
later by repeated finesses.
It might be contended that the
suggested play would fail if
events proved that West had
started with A-10-8-5 of spades.
If this were the case, a low spade
from dummy on the second trick
would be necessary to hold the
trump losers to one.
This contention fails, however,
when proper weight is given to
the bidding. West cannot have the
four missing spades because there
would have been no opening bid
by East without the ace of spades,
Once the ace of spades is grant-
ed to East, all safety measures
must be directed against him.
Leading the jack of spades re-
moves all danger of losing more
than one trump trick.
