States has a revoltuionary new
army division—fully trained and
able to move into a nuclear war
on four hours' notice.

Although there is only one pen-
tomic division trained now—the
101st Airborne—the army plans to
have all divisions converted to the
new command and combat doe-
trine within two years. It has al-
ready begun with the 82nd Air-
borne at Ft. Bragg, N.C.

The 101st is a five-sided division
of parachutists, packing its own
atomic punch. That's where the
name pentomic comes from:
“Pent” for Pentagon or five
sided; “omic"” for atomic.
BATTALIONS GONE

Gone are the battalions and regi-
ments of previous years. In their

place is a new unit called the bat- |

tle group. Five battle groups make
up the division; each battle group
has five companies. The same gen-
eral outline will apply eventually
to all divisions, airborne, infantry
and armored.

The 101st is totally transport-
able by air, ready to begin mov-
ing anywhere within four hours—
assuming planes are avilable.

It will carry four Honest John
rocket launchers, and rockets with
atomic warheads. The payload of
an Honest John is reported to be
about 2,000 tons of TNT, or an
atomic warhead with a destructive
capacity of between 10,000 and 30,-
000 tons of TNT.

NEW TECHNIQUES

formations over an area 30 to 35
miles in diameter. Two major
combat techniques have evolved
with this development:

1. Since wide dispersion invites
enemy infiltration, the army has a
family of atomic warhead missiles
of varied power which can be used
relatively close to its own troops

2. The army has developed the
air burst technique for its atomie
shells and missiles. This minimizes
the radioactivity in a blasted area,
permitting its own troops to move
into the area.

There is a tacit belief that al-
though the 10lst is airborne, the
airborne attack is an interim wea-
pon, that military aircraft shortly
will be dated if not plain obsolete.
REDUCE MAN POWER

By eliminating assorted head-
quarters, supply and special
troops, and shortening the chain
of command, this new division
manages to reduce over-all man-
power but puts more men on the
firing line.

The current infantry division con-
tains 17.460 men, the new type
13,748. Yet the latter contains 450
more riflemeg.

Despite the availability of small
rockets, artillery still remains the
weapon used against targets where
pinpoint accuracy is necessary. If
the 101st went into battle it would
carry with it five batteries of 105-
millimetre howitzers of five pieces
each.

Because the essence of the 101st
is mobility and flexibility, the di-
vision has no tanks and few trucks.
Because of this, it needs only a

little more than half the number
of planes required by a conven-
tiona airborne division.

Dispute Over Structural
Tests Of New Interceptor

OTTAWA (CP) — Fourteen
months ago, after investigating a
crash that took two lives, an air
force board of inquiry recom-
mended that a Mark V CF-100 jet
interceptor’s wing be structurally
tested Two men died in a sim-
ilar crash last month.

So far, it has been learned au-
thoritatively, the RCAF has not
carried out the recommendation
of the board of inquiry.

Commenting on this report, the
RCAF said this week that by using
a wing from the earlier Mark IV
version of the CF-100, the wing

* structure of the Mark V has been

thoroughly tested since early
1955.

The air force maintained it was
able to duplicate exactly the
stresses that would occur on
a Mark V wing by using the Mark
IV wing
WING EXTENDED

To give the CF-100 more alti-
fude the earlier Mark IV wing
was extended by some three feet
at either end to create the Mark
v

A structural ground test con-
sists of placing weights on a wing
until it breaks. It thus can be de-
termined how much stress the
wing can take in flight. The RCAF
then lays down rigid speed rules
for its planes at various heights.

At Toronto Thursday a spokes-
man for Avro Aircraft Ltd., man-
ufacturer of the CF-100, said the
company had never received any
RCAF board of inquiry recom-
mendation concerning wing tests.
~ But “to suggest that both Avro
and RCAF engineers felt there
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was a structural weakness in the
aircraft and that the aircraft was
nevertheless kept in operational
service is fantastic,” the spokes-
man said

He added that Avro now 1s
structurally testing the wing to be
used on the Mark VI CF-100. The
Mark V wing had been ‘‘com-
pletely and thoroughly and of-
ficially structurally tested as re-
quired by the RCAF.”

A board of inquiry headed by
Wing Cmdr. K. D. Handley, com-
mander if a CF-100 squadron,
found that the Mark V wing itself
had never been tested structually
on the ground although the plane
had been put through its paces in
the air.

On May 27, 1956, the board rec-
om ded that a “c lete wing
of a Mark V Canuck (CF-100) be
submitted to a structural integrity
test” and that a ‘“‘competent aero-
dynamicist examine the general
flying characteristics of the Mark
V wing, complete with rocket
pod.” It did not recommend that
the aircraft be grounded.

The board made its recommend-
ation after investigating the fatal
crash of a Mark V at Kinross,
Mich., May 19, 1956, in which the
starboard wing broke off during a
low-level speed run. Two men
were killed.
