‘rhe words in italics were inserted in
the Commons by Sir Louis Davies, but
were struck cut in tLe Senate at myin-
stance. ‘The Senate also made sooiber
amendmentio the sectou,. Here is the

section as it finally passed Parliament :—

** No candidate, clerk, agent or other pei
son shall communicateat any time, to any

person, @nyinformation as to the number on
the back of the baliot paper given to any

voter at a polling station, except fo a court or
judge lawjully reeutring him so to do, or at-
tempt tO acertain at the counting of votes the
number on theback cf any ballot paper.”

The words in italics were inserted by the
Senate. The object of Sir Louis Davies’
smerdment cou'd bero other than to rex
move all obligation of secrecy regarding
there numbered ballots. Since Sir Louis’
amencment referred to seciion 67,1 will
quote the part of that section whichreters
te the numbering of ballots :—
—

** In the Province of Prince Edward Island,
if any person desires to vote, whose right to
vote is objected to on the ground of want of
qualification, and if a candidate or any agent
of a candidate or (in the absence of such

agent) anyelector acting in theinterest of a
candidate, SO objects in the presence ol the

elector, the deputy returning officer. in addi-
tion to placing his initials on the back of the
ballot paper, as provided bysection 70, shall

also place on,the back thereofa number cor-
responding to that placed opposite the
nameon the poll 1 such pe

having taken, if required, the oaths prescribed

py this Act and the Laws of the Province, and
having complied with the requirements ofthe
law shall be entitled to receive such ballot

paper and to vote.”
