IT IS NOT at all uncommon to
see a declarer guard against a
phantom danger, only to fal vic-
tim to his own “carefuiness.”
Consider this case:
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Nortd East South West

West won and led another spade,
South ruffing. )
Now, cashing the trump ace re-
vealed the distribution, and this
should have given South food for
thought, but he went right ahead,
drawing West's trumps. South
then cashed the ace and king of
diamonds and led a third round.
Unfortunately, his ruff at this
point did no good—East stil had
the suit stopped, and there’ was
only one entry left in dummy.
South explained that he had
been afraid to cash two diamonds
first—West might have hed a
singleton and ruffed. But this fear
of a singleton diamond in West's
hand was silly in view of the fact

that South lost the contract be- ‘

cause of a far more probable
break. After cashing the trump
ace, he couldn’t make the hand if
West had a singleton diamond.
Thus, the right play, after laying
down the trump ace, was to cash
the two top diamonds and ruff a
diamond with the club queen, then
to take the proved finesse against
the club jack. Now the club king
would draw West's last trump and
another diamond ruff would set
up the fifth card of that suit.
