contract, As a matter of fact, this
estimate unquestionably  would
have held up against the average
player in South's pesition,

South, however, was very fer
above average, and he manipulat-
ed the cards as follows: West open-
ed the singleton heart; East won
and continwad the suit. South ruf-
fed high (while West discarded
the spade eight), cashed the trump
ace, then unblocked the ace and
king of diamonds. South realized
that his one chance to make the
contract, since the high spades he
lacked were marked with West,
was to extract West’s exit cards in
diamonds, and that could only be
done if (as was so very likely)
West had started with three eards
in the diamond suit.

So, having entered dummy with
the club jack, South ruffed a dia-
mond; then he drew West's re-
maining trumps, Now the stage
was set: South lald down the spade
king from his own hand—and West
was fixed! It would have done him
r.o good, of course, to refuse the
trick. since South then would have
led a spade toward ~dummy's
queen; but when West took the
king with the ace, he was in 20
better position. His forced return
was ducked in dummy and won
by declarer’s ten-spot, and the
spade queen accounted for the ful-
