To combat this problem prior
to stage one it was recommend-
ed that strict enforcement of the
town by-laws in regard to dump-
ing of industrial wastes and con-
trol of waste oil and grease are
presently allowed to escape to
harbour waters from various in-

Should it eventually become
desirable, for any reason to pro-
ceed to a sewage treaiment
plant, none of the foregoing ex-
penditures would be wasted. W
would only be necessary to

It was'estirhated tnat this
could he done at an estimated
cost of $175,000, raising the vver-
all cost to $557.,000.

Based on a 40 year R per cent
bond issue on which the yearly
