There’s nothing like a pet in the
home for fun, for teaching young-
sters a sense of responsibility, for
the kind of companionship and
loyalty that an animal can give.
Some parents do feel a little
guilty about adding a pet to the
household, especially when there
are small children still too young
to help to care for it. Alse, some
feel that animals make the house
unsanitary.

However, the Secretary of the
Council on Scientific Assembly of
the American Medical Associaiton,
Doctor Thomas G. Hull, has re-
assuring words on the subject.

SIMPLE RULES

Doctor Hull points out that if a
few simple rules of hygiene are
observed, the family’s health will
be protected, So, too, will the ani-
mnFl health, for it seems that
human beings can transmit dis-
ease to their pets.

Doctor Hull recommends having
your pet’s health checked by a vet-
erinarian, of course. But the daily
rules simply consist of cleanli-
ness.

Your pet’s sleeping quarters
should be clean and should be con-
stantly policed to be kept free of
vermin or parasites. Wash any pil-
low or mattress used by puppy or
kitty and keep it as clean and
fragrant as you would any other
mattress in your household.

Keep feeding and water bowls
clean, washing them with hot soap
and detergent rinses. Wash ioo‘d
bowls after every feeding. Don’t
Jeave them around unwashed until
the next feeding time,

not to let the baby get its
face licked by an over-affectionate
pet. But if it does, promptly wash
the child’s face with warm soap
suds.
