tains through which your line runs—a maze
through which no path, not even a hun-
ter's trail, had been carried untii the sur-
veying parties of

discovered these passcz—can have an idea
of the stupendous cbaracter of the task.
(Continued applaunse.) Itssuccessful com-
pletion may well be regarded with pride
and with admiration, both for the moral
courage of those who from the first never
doubted the possibility of this great achieve-
ment, and of the enterprise and ekill of
those who have been responsible, first for
the location and afterwards for the con-
stroetion of the line through a country pre-
renting such enormous difficuities. Well,
gentlemen, there was another thought
which forced itself upon my mind during
mwy travels. All this country over which
we have been passing, its natural resources
and physical beauties, belong to the
Dowinicn of Canada. You are eatitled to
write the word Canada across the northern
half of this continent, placing, if you like,
the letter C on Vancover’s Island, and the
letter A on the Maritime Provinces.

(Lond applause,) 1t
18 impouszible to look upon this continent
now gpaigely inhabited by a few millions of
human beings without reflecting how smail
are the interests of the present ecompared
with those of the future which lies before
us. Let us then

upon that future, and let us remember how
vast is tha load of respounsibility involved
by the ownership of this great country.
Its destinics are in your hande. By the
vigor wi h which this pational enterprice—

this national hichway over which we have
just travelled—is being carried out, you
have shown your intention of leaving no-
thing undone for the material and political
considerations of the Dominion; but the
work is not ended. The completion of the
Canadian Pacific Railway has nearly sup.
plied a condition withiout which that work
could net have been carried out succeesfully
Confederation withont the railway was not
worth the paper on which the British North
America Act was printed. But the railway
will not achieve the results which you
expect, unless from one end of the Domin

ion to the other, your people endeavor by
mutnal consideration and forbearance, by
the sacrifice of all rectional interests, by
fostering a national spirit, to bind
province to province and city to city.
If 1 could venture to give you
advice I should say, let us all, let the
Dowinion Government at Ottawa, the pro-
vincial government in each province, the
municipal authorities in your cities, let
every citizen in his own place keep Lefore
themselves a consciousress that the present
generafion is not here in order that it may
shape the fortunss of the country for its
own selfish ends or temporary convenjence.
(Great applavse.) Let them bear in mind
tbat they are trustees for those who will
come after then:, for the millions who will
one day replace the thousands now upon
the soil. That their first duty is to regu

late their conduct at whatever point it
touches the public affsirs of the nation that
when they are gone their successors may
say of them that in the early days of the
hietory of their country those who ware in
the position to mould its young destinies
used with wisdom and foresight, and with

a full sense of tlieir responsibi'i ies, the
tremendous opportunities which J's )vidence
placed within their reach (Tremendous
applause. )

The strange circumstance attracted the
physician’s attention, and after consulta-
tion they determined to keep the fempera-
ture of the smallpox wards very low, and
apply small quantities of ice to the patients.
The results surpassed their expectatiens,
acd at the end of a week all the pationts
had reeovered.
