New Land.

SAID TO HAVE BEEN DISCOVEREDBY A SEALER
IN THE ANTARCTIC OCEAN,

The Active, which arrived at Dundee
lately, with a full cargo of sealskins, re-
ports the discovery of land in latitude 65
south, longitude 63 weat.

If the location given above be correct
then the newly discovered land is a little to
the Northwest of Palmer's Land. Pal.
mers’s Landis in the AntarcticUcean, south
of the South Shetland Islands. South of
Palmer’s Land is Graham's Land,discovered
by Bisere in 1832. The Sovth Shetland
Islands are six hundred miles south of
Cape Horn and were discovered by Cap.
tain William Smith in 1819. They have
since been frequented by whalers.
The South Polar region, unlike the nor-

thern region, is almost covered by the
ocean, the only extensive land being far to
the south. The Antarctic Ucean is a name
that should, properly speaking, be applied
only to the ice-buund sea to the south of
the Anturetic circle. In practice, however,
it is usually extended so as to include more
or less of the cold region around the South
without reference to thecircle,
As compared with the corresponding

Arctic Ucean, little is known about this
portion of the earth’s surface, but it is
sufficiently clear that the cold and the dan-
gers to navigation in the southern ocean
greatly exceed those of the vorthern, and
that human beings and most other animals
cannot—or at least do not—-ordinarily
subsistwithin its limits.
