LIGHT.
Light comes next to and wnrmth, in
ts influence on the vigor and health of both
animal and vegetable life. It is true we
could live in the dark, but it is not e | hy
to keep shady, even in a physical point of

view.

The rays of the sun have a remarkable
influence on the growth as well as the health
of animals and vegetables. 1t is a fact that
the men who work in the coal mines of
Europe, are subject to peculiar forms of
discases. This can only be accouated for
by their living far down in the depths of the
earth, away from the vivifying light of day.
It has been found that the domestic animals
will not thrive and grow when kept in a
dark place, though ever so well fed and
cared for in other respects.

Itis a fact well known to medical men,
that in crowded citi the inhabitants of
houses on the north side of a street, where
allthe principal rooms are well lighted,
suffer much less (rom sickness than famili
living on the other side, circumstanc
heing as far as can be nlcerlnmed exactly

me.
The custom of excluding light from
houses by heavy thick window curtain:
now so common, may. preserve the fu
ture, but does not always preserve the
health of the inmates. ‘This is especially
the case with regard to sleeping-roums,
which should not only be well aired, but
during every fair day should have the ben-
efit of all the sunlight which the windows
can admit. Who that has ever been a
sufferer from dyspep:
any other of the lingering dis
climate, has not noticed the difference in
his feclings on a_dark cloudy day, and in
the bright, cheering, smiling svashine ?

The effect of sunlight are still more appa-
rentupon the vegetable than upon the
What a difference there is in the quality
the *“ pasture ash,” so called, and that
which grew in the deep shade of the forest,
not only in the form of the tree, but in the
strength and texture of the wood. This dif-
ference must no doubt be owing mostly to
the exposure to the winds, difference cf
soil, &c., butin a great measure to the
influence of light.

We often see vegetables stretch upward
in order to get at the light, seeming to have
a_sort of intelligence in regard to its neces-
sity in the process of maturing its flower
and fruit  The scrape or the stalk of the
dandelion, for instance, which supports its
flowers, if'it grows where there is nothing
to shade s seldom more than three or
four inches long, but among all tall weeds,
or grass, where shaded, it will
grow to the height of two feet i
vours to avoid the over shador
of its neighbors, and gain free access to the
light. Gardeners sometimes take advantage
of this fact, and obtain long stalks of hubarb
early, by placing a barrel with each end
knocked out over the spreading leaves.
The leaves stretch up towards the light at
the top, and thus lhey get long and ten-
der stalks for early us

Plants kept in the house always lean
towards the nearest window,and we have this
summer seen a cornfield adjoining a t
grove of tall trees, where the plants, for
some distance from the trees, leaned away
from the shade, the plants in the rows
acarest to the trees standing at an angle
of fifieen degrees from perpendicular.
