Moral Immaturity

The maturity of which there is
question here is not necessarily
correlative to chronological age.
Some, even the mature in vears,
never attain to this other con-
sciousness  which  characterizes
psychological and moral matur-
ity. Such persons are sensitive
to the extreme in the passive
sense, insensitive to the extreme
in the active sense. They expect
the others to do unto them as
they have no intention of doing

to the others. This manifests
both  pyschological and moral
immaturity.

Active sensitivity should mani-
fest itself in a certain gracious-
ness and true charm in the pos-
sessor. It is not subservient,
weak, or face-serving. It is man-
ly, or ladylike, as the case may
be, strong, sincere. It is founded
on principles more elevated than
the mere winning of friends and
influencing of people. It is noble,
constant, characteristic of human
nature lt‘ its best.

Genuinely Courteous
Practically it results in a

tion for the young, the helpless,
and the handicapped. It moti-
vates the aiding of the aged or
infirm to accomplish crossings of
busy street-intersections, the re-
linquishing of a justly held seat
on train, subway, streetcar, or
bus to a lady or to an elderly
person, the sharing of abundance
with the needy, the encourage-
ment of the young and the weak
in their efforts to maintain them-
selves in an aggressive world. It
never allows its possessor to
crash ticket queues, to sound
horns needlessly in traffic, to lit-
ter streets, parks, or playgrounds.
It forsees the needs of those
who share the same table with
us, it is patient of uninteresting
conversations, ready to share an
unrelished or undesired recrea-
tion with the other, for his sake.
In short it is productive of a
genuine courtesy.

Much could be done to make
this world a more pleasant place
in which we live if each of us
were actively sensitive to the
effect, good or ill, that our
actions, even the slight and seem-
ingly unimportant, have on the
other person. We shall be so
when we begin to take seriously
Christ’s words: “Thou shalt love
thy neighbour as thyself . . . Do
