SIBENIK, Yugoslavia, Aug. 10—
(AP)—King Edward as the Duke of
Lancaster cruised today among the
beautiful islands off the Dalmatian
coast as thousands of tourists
thronged the coastline fora glimpse
of His Majesty.

Off for a month's holiday aboard
the yacht Nahlin, the K'ng strolled
about the deck, and to those on the
shore with strong glasses he ap-
peared to be enjoying himself.
+The Nahlin was expected to re-
turn to Sibenik in the evening, and
it was thought the King might visit
the waterfalls on the River Krka,
absut a half hour away by motor-
boat, where trout abound.

Exact plans for the vacation
cruise were contained in two sealed
envelopes g'ven to the captain of
the Nahlin. They remained undis-
olosed.

It was expected however the King
would proceed either tomorrow cr
Wednesday to Sp'lt, south of Sib-
enik on the coast, where the com-
mander of the Yugcslav navy, Ad-
miral Politisch, waited to greet him.
From there, two days later, he
was expocted ty go to Dubrovnik,
still further south, where Regent
Prince Paul, his wife, Princess
Olga, and the Duke and Duchess of
Kent are vacatoning.

Swimming with a comparatively
small head held erect out of the
water, Liverpool’s marine reptile
was described variously from 50 to
100 feet in length with the girth of
a half-barrel.

2,201,629,000.
