BASEL, Switzerland, Sept. 17—(AP)—German forces
o the western front, strengthened by men and material
withdrawn from the Polish campaign, were reported to- |
nght to have struck at French lines which have been
slowly tightening on the Moselle River valley.

The regular west wall troops, who until the last two
days have relied mainly on defensive warfare, now were
declared in dispatches to have obtained the equipment, if
not the actual orders, for an offensive campaign,

Reports reaching Basel said a heavy German attack
k;gzu}]at dawn today against the area 10 miles east of the
Moselle,

French Gain Important Highway

The French were said to have gained control of an im-
portant highway from the Moselle almost to the Saar
River. Basing their action on the German villages of
Buschdorf and Tunsdorf, the French have been pushing
steadily to the north and northeast.

This movement, it was said, threatened to isolate Ger-
man forces still holding forts between Perl and Tettingen.

FIRST STAGE
OF NEW GREAT
WAR NEAR END

The first stage of the second
Great War neared an end today as
Soviet Russia sent its trocbs into
Poand to claim the areas inhabit-
ed by Ukrainians and White Rus-
slans which once formed part of
the Russia of the Tzars. High of-
ficials of the Polish Government
are repo:ted to have crossed  the
frontier into Rumania, althougn
Polish soldiers continve the fight
against the invading German forc-

es.

With certailn  important aif-
ferences, Poland’s mosition  re-
cembles that of Belgium in the first
Great War. The greater part of
its territory is occupied by ensmy
forces. Unlike Belgium, hcwever.
Poland has no allies at hand. The
second stage of the secord QGreat
War must be fousht on the west-
ern front and elsewhere as Great
Britain and F.ance ctrive to smash
the power of the German Relch.
Only when that power is broken
can Polish independence be re-
stored.

Air Vice-Marshal R. M. Hill
of the Royal Air Force arrived
here today from New York,
where he disembarked Saturday
from the Agquitania. Vice-
Marshal Hill said he was here
to discuss “supply and other
matters with Canadian authori-
ties.” He said he intended to
stay sometime and planned to
open an office here.

Operations of the mission have
bheen carried out quietly, and no
Aetails of its investizations have
been made public. It is under-
stood its members are surveying
various manufacturing plants
and making studies of Can-
ada's productive possibilities.
