The state's fourth largest city—
Scranton with a population of more
than 120.000—was without water
suitable for drinking unless boiled.
The gushing tide ripped out all
the vital mains.

Emergencies were proclaimed in
Scranton, and in nearby Tamaqua,
and National Guardsmen patrolled
water - filled streets. Tamaqua,
i flooded for the first time in 52
years, had neither power nor tele-
phone service until dawn. and even
then these utilities services were
skimpy.

Easton. on the mighty Delaware
across from Phillipsburg, N.J., lost
all power at noon.
