New Regulations
On Textiles

OTTAWA (CP)—The government
has decided to bring. regulations
into force to protect consumers
against any possible deception in
the labelling of textiles, Trade
Minister Howe announced Friday.

The new regulations, to become
effective next Jan. 1, require that
labels on textile goods be clearly
marked and set out in order of
welght predominance “all com-
ponent fibres containing at least
five per cent of the material con-
tent of the fabric from which the
garment is ‘ manufactured,” Mr.
Howe said.

“‘However, should the same gar-
ment contain less than five per
cent of another fibre, say nylon,
this fibre cannot be described in
a label unless it is clearly indica-
ted that it was used to reinforce
particular parts of the fahric.”

SAINT JOHN, N.B (CP)—RCMP
said Friday the pasty-faced bandit
‘who got away with $11,150 in hos-
pital funds and bonds apparently
used both gun and knife to kill one
man and seriously wound a second.

The killer slid swiftly into the
front seat of the ambulance on the
heels of Cunningham when the
latter returned from a King Square
bank with the money and bonds.
He rammed a gun into Cunning-
ham's ribs and ordered the startled
Graves to head out of town.

He was reported to have said he
had only three months to live and
nothing to lose.
