Mr. MacDonald advised farmers
not to worry too much about the
price of cheese although New Zea-
land appears to have captured the
British market.

President's Report

Mr. Profitt in giving his presi-
dent's report stated that there
were a nomber of umcertainties
facing the dairy industry. These
include the competition with high-
er wages in other branches of
work; the consumer resistance to
higher prices for dairy products;
