Captain Raoul's Studies of Running 1.sted

by the Soldiers of France.

Many people are fond of outdoor ex-
ercise whose lack of time or money pro-
hibits their joining the vast army of
cyclists. Those who cannot go wheel-
ing may comfort themselves with the
thought that since the days of antiquity
walking among the
healthful as well as the cheapest of all
recreations. Yet few under-
stand how to walk properly, and cers
tainly among women it is a lost art.

The people who live in mountainous
countries, it has been neticed, walk in
a manner quite different from those who
dwell where the country is level. The
mountaineer's body is bent somewhat
forward and he seems to drag one foot
after the other, like a wearied soldier
after a long day's march. But his stride
is longer, his step surer, and it is easy
to see that he canreadily leave an ordi-

ary walker far behind. "Those who
walk in this fashion are able to rau
long distances without fatigue, with

their bodies inclined forward and their
To the casual ob-
server it seems as if their equilibrium
was continually on the point of being
lost and that they would fall face
downward.

Yet this method of walking is univer-
sal among all peoples of the globe wha
go much a-foot, from
Africa to the runners of Japan and the
Indians of the West.

A French captain of artillery named
Raoul has made an exhaustive study of
the various styles of walking to ascer-
tain the one best adapted to the army
on long marches. He found plenty of
voung fellows of considerable endurance
who could march with great rapidity
for a considerable distance, hut would
then go to pieces. The trouble seemed
to be that the lungs and heart gave out
before the legs.

A runmer puts forth an enormous
force. He must lift his own weight
from the ground three or four times per
second, which amounts to the develop-
ment of one-third of one horse-
power. Such exertion is a severe tax of
the lllnu.\‘ and heart,

The conclusion of Capt, Raoul was
that the runner should at no time lose
his point of support upon the ground ;
that he should run without springing
through the air, as it were, and with-
outone foot leaving the earth until the
otheris firmly planted ; that the gait
shaild be practically a walking run,
Stnngely enough, this is exactly the
method that instinct and experience
haw taught as the best one to those
whese only method of making long and
rapid journeys is afoot. It has been
estinated that in this way less than
half the usual amount of energy is ex-
pended.

“I can take any man between twenty
and sixty years of age, in good health,”
says Capt. Haoui, “and in a little while
he will be able to run as long as his
legs will carry him without his feeling
the least discomfort in his respiration.
Some men I have seen who were par-
ticularly apt were able at the first trial
to easilv get over about seven miles,
whiieinthe ordinary way they could
not comfortably have run more than
about two-thirds of a mile.”

Capt. Raoul’s method, briefly stated,
is as follows: The upper part of the
body should be held straight, the head
well in air and the shoulders thrown
back so that the breath comes easily.
| The elbows should extend a little back
jof the hips. Commence with short
steps say a foot in length, raising the
feet just sufficiently to clear any irreg-
ularities in the surface of the ground.
The upper part of the body should be
inclined forward as much as possible,
so as to make it necessary to run or
walk rapidly to keep from losing equi-
librium. Plant the feet firmly yet with
the sappleness and agility of a cat. In
other words, one should seem to run
afterliscenter of gravity, which threat-
ens continually to fall foiward. The
first exercises should not be hurried, but
the s)eed and distance traversed in-
creasal gradually.

Johnson commonly required three or
four months for the composition of a
drama. He generally revised it after
the rehearsals had begun, adding here
and taking away there as his judgment
and fancy dictated.

Emerson is reported often to have
spent from six months to a year in the
composition of one or two short essays.
His object was the condensation of the
greatest possible thought into the few-
est number of words.

Congreve would prepare a drama for
the stage in a week or ten days, though
four or five times of this period was
given fio the work reyision and re-
construction after the play had been
given to the actors,

Irving wrote the first 120 pages of
“Bracebridge Hall” in ten days; the
**Alhambra” was mostly written dur-
ing the three months he spent 1n that
palace ; his *‘Life of George Washing-
ton” required nearly five years.

Scott is said to have written ** Waver-
ley” in less than six weeks. He wrote
very rapidly, seldom revised, and, as a
consecuence, his novels full of
blunders, inaccuracies and anachron-
isms.

George Eliot is said to have written
*“Middlemarch” in four months. Some
doubt is thrown upon thisstatement by
the fact that commonly worked
slowly, writing with great care and
deliberation and making few erasures
after her work was done,

Cruceen labored nineteen years on his
concordance to the Bible, and immedi-
ately after its publication was sent toa
lunatic asylum. He never entirely re-
coverel from the mental disease induc-
ed by this gigantic undertaking.

Burns committed his poems to mem-
ory as he composed them, and when he
sat down to write he had before him no
labor of composition but only the task
of writing down what he had already
finished.

Dickens says in the introduction of
*David Copperfield” that he spent two
yvears ‘n the composition of that novel.
He did not usually require so long a
time, many of his novels being finished
in less than a year, and most of his
shorter stories in a few days.

Froude passed seven years in collect-
ing materials and in writing his history
of England. He was very careful in
the selection of data, and spent whole
days in tie effort to verify a single fact
or citation.

Bancroft devoted nearly thirty years
to his history of the United States,
which is not a history of the United
States at all, since it ends where the
history of the country Had
the work been continued on the same
scale down to the present 75 or 80
volumes would have been required.
