The Budget Speech.

An

Interesting Summary,

(Special correspondence of The Ezaminer.)

Lng before the House met on Tuesda
altersoon the corridors were crowded wit
people anxious to hear the great event of
the session—the Budget Speech. Mr.
Foster was in capital form and spoke with-
out intermission from 330 to 6 o’clock.
Your readers will already have beea ap-
prised of the very limited changes he!
proposes to make in the tariff, the nller-’
ations or modifications, as I may ecall them, !
being confined to the articles of binder-
twine and coal-oil, as they call kerosene
here. Those who are interested in the
welfare of our Dominion could not do

fully, which they will have an opportunity
of doing in the course of a few weeks, after
it shall have been printed and distributed.
o the meantime the best that I can do is
to condense in s brief space as possible,the
evidences the Finance Minister adduced of
the steady and indeed rapid progress which
Canada is making, and of the prosperity
in which we are sharers. y
Mr. Foster’s estimate, in his last Budget
Specch, of the year's revenue from Customs
was $20,600,000. The actual receipts
were  $20,601,050, an excvess of $1059.
From excise he estimated $7 900,000; the
actual receipts were §7,945,097 —aa excess
of $45,097. From other scurces he
estimated a revenue of $8.265000. The
actual recaipts were $8,475,716 —an excess
of $210,715. The total revenue was
$36.921,871, an excess over his estimates
of $2066,871. As compared with the
previous year the customs revenue showed

In 1890 91
the consumption was 3.790 gillons per
head; in 1891.92, 3516 gallons, Wine
shows a decrease as well, being in 1891-
92, .1C1 gallons per head, as compared with
111 in 1890 91.  Tobacco shows about the
same as the preceding year.

THE PER CAPITA CUSTOMS BURDEN.
The duty accruicg last year was $20,550,-
581, as against $24,014,908 in 1889 90
T'hat is, although the imports for home
consumption were last year, as compared
with the preceding year, $4,213 359 greater,
the daty collected was $3,464 327 less, or
in other words the customs taxation, meas-
ured by the amount that was taken, is
three and one-half millions less than in
1889 90. The per capita customs burden
o 1888 90 was $5.01, in 1891 92 $4.25,
being & reduction per head of the burden of
76 cen's. The duty, per ceat, upon duti-
able and free goods in 1889-90 was $21 21;
last year it was §17.56, a reduction of 83 65
in the rate ~f duty. 1t is as well to state
here, in carrying that a little further, that
the total duty collected in 1890 91 from
customs was smaller than in 1882 by one
and a fifth millions, in 1883 by two and a
half millivns, in 1887 by two millions, and
in 1580 by three and a half millions, show-
ing that the coutention is true that the
present Governmeant, in the furtherance of
s policy, is from year to year materially
reduciug the aggregate taxation of the
country.

CONSUMPTION OF SUGARS,

The consumption of sugars last year
reached the astonishing large amount of
345,418,486 pounds, being an increase of
75 per ceut. in the consumption. This in-
dicated s consumption of about 70 pounds
of sugar by each man, woman and child
in the Dominion, so that if we had kept
the same taxation upon sugar for 1891-92,
which ruled the preceding years we should
have got, instead of $77,828 which accraed
last year, $5,419,918  That is, with the
same consumption, we have accaally remit-
ted in the taxaction of the couatry five and
one-third millions of dollars. If we had
not added the millicn dollars of excise
which we did add, and which jaccrued from
the increased excise duties, suppose thst
we count that for the time being as jtaxa-
tion, the remittance of taxation on the
total decrease and increase was four
and oae third miliions of dellars to the
people of the country, which amounts to
about 90 cents per head of the total popu-
lation. Now, it is fair to say, if the remis-
sion had not been made, it is not probable
that the comsumption would have been
quite so high, for the cheaper the product
the greater the consumption, and this is
notable in the cases of tea sugar and com-
modities of that kind. It is farther true
than in taking off the du*ies up o raw sugar
we have remitted to this couatry, upm the
actuslly necessary consuwption ot sagar,
an amount of money in the neighborkood
of tour millions of dollars during the past
year.

A CONTRAST OF TWO POLICIES,

While on that poiat it may just as well
be stated here in order to coutrast the two

following :— Expenditure on consolidated
fund for 1886.7 was $36,718494, The
average of the five years from that period
was $36,547,964. Last year it was $36,765,-
804, #0 that it may be stated broadly that
from 1887-8 up to the present time there has
been an aimost desd level of expenditnure on
consolidated fund sccount, and that this last
year but for the abuormally long session
would have shown a decrease to about $36,.
000,000, or a decrease ver 1887-8 of seven
hundred odd thousand dollars.
ON CAPITAL ACCOUNT,

Leaving the expenditure upon consolidated
fand account, let us see what was the result of
the expenditure on capital account for the last
year. Taking in railway subsidies and treat-
ing it as capital account, we spent last yvear
$3,413,915, as against $1,381,564 the preced-
ing year, u saviog in this expense of npearly
one million dollars. 'Lhe conrse of the capital
account since 1887.88 has been continuously
downward, commencing in that year with an

expenditure of §4,437,000 In  Ix88.89,
$4,420,338; in 1889 90, $5,103,850;
i 1890-91, $3,115,860; and in

15891-92, of $2,065,700, the average for these
five years b ing $3,638,000, and the expenscs
of last year coming beneath the aversge of the
last five years by §1,472,796, and beiag less
than the expenses of 1887 88 by $2,271,760.
