If
a parent fails to report as re-
quired a report may later reach
the Regional Office from one
of the many available sources.
If, after a proper investigation,
following such reports, it is dis-
covered that allowances were im-
properly paid on behalf of any
child, an overpayment is set up
against the account and the a-
mount of the overpayment is de-
ducted from the payee-s current
entitlement or the payee is re-
quested to refund from full a-
mount of the overpayment.
CHILD EMPLOYMENT CAN
There is no loss of allowances
in the case where a child is
employed during the summer va-
cation period provided the child
atbends school regularly te the
end of the school year.and re-
turns to regular attendance at
the commencement of the fall
school term. On the other hand,
if a child is employead for wages

to attend school either
