In Prince Edward Island angl-
ing is confined chiefly to brook
trout {ishing in fresh water and
tidal rivers. Potentially, trout
fishing possibilities are splendid;
but factors- operating over the
past hundred years have greatly
reduced the number and size of
fish.
The game situation has chang-
ed greatly from that originally ex-
isting in the Province. Ruffed
grouse, wild ducks, Canada geese,
brant, plover and curlew were
once very pleniiful; but, as settle-
ment advanced, they became ser-
iously weduoed in numbers. At
present -there is no open  season
on plover and curlew and the bag
limit for grouse, brant, geese and
ducks has been progressively re-
duced.
