Mr. Davies is still acting
Minister and is, of course, at present able
to dismiss his political oppenents, It s
well to know who the responsible party is.
We have, however, Mr. Blair’s own words
that he will not remain an hour in cffice if
railway employes are dismissed for
political reasons. Mr. Davies must there
fore get all his work done before he hands
over the Railway Department to the per-
manent minister wboever he may be.
