Sir Harry Pilkington, British in-
dustrialist, thinks Canada should
maintain its present attitude to-
wards capital from other coun-
tries and not start to think of ap-
plying restrictions to it.

Sir Harry heads Pilkington
Brothers Ltd., British glass-manu-
facturing firm which has been in
the Pilkington family since it was
founded 130 years ago.

He gave his opinions on capital
in a press interview when he was
told some Canadians feel that eom-
panies operating here should offer
a proportion of their shares for
sale to the Canadian public.

Capital is attracted to Canada,
Sir Harry replied, not only be-
cause of the opportunities here,
but because it feels it will be well
treated and not unduly ham-
pered.
