SMALL POPULATION

wlective  in  choosi teachers
that we can reject people who
could enter medical, engineering,
or law colleges. It takes a great-
e artist to become a good ‘teach-
er than a good doctor, or a good
encineer, or a good lawyer. This
<atement in no way minimizes
the value of any profession. It is
important to cure our bodily ills,
o devise and construct buildings
and cngines for our use, and to
nterpret our laws. But every doc-
inr, engineer, or lawyer, must be-
v by spending eight impression-
able years under the guidance of
rlementary school teachers. Dur-
Ing this time skills, habits of work,
and mental attitudes are being
formed which largely determine
the degree of success achieved in
subsequent training for future cit-
izenship. The child's first teachers
are his most important teachers,
and consequently they should be
fhe best qualified and the best
paid.

SENSE OF BALANCE

It is a tragic commentary on
nur society that we tend to place
a greater value on the work of
those who mend our bodies, and
yun our machines, and those who
judge the legality of our actions,
than those whose task it is to de-
velop the germ of wisdom that is
in every soul. We must learn to
place first things first. Temporar-
ilv at least, we seem to Have lost
our sense of balance.

What is the solution? As Canad-
jans we should:

Firstly, attract the most cap-
ahle young people possible into
teaching, Teachers largely deter-
mine not only the learning but the
lives of coming generations.

Secondly, insist on a longer per-
ind of intra-mural training in
Teachers’ Colleges, beginning with
2 two-year minimum, and grad-
ually working up to four or five
years, for all teachers.

Thirdly, give greater provincial
and national support to Teachers’
Colleges and Colleges of Educat-
ion. Far too often these institut-
jons are relegated to the back-
@ .nd in favor of other depart-
ments of higher learning.

To a degree not yet recognized,
the future of our country depends
upon the strength and wisdom of
our teacher-training institutions—
“the basic source of all good (or
bad) in education.’

REPUBLIC OF MONGOLIA

The Mongolian People’'s Repub-
lie, frequently called Outer Mon-
golia, is a large, sparsely popul-
ated country squeezed in between,
Russia and Red China. It is sel-
dom in the news, but it suddenly
came i to the world lime light in
December. It was one of the 18
nations which stirred a healed de-
bate over whether or not they
thould be admitted as new mem-
bers of the United Nations.

Many of us heard about Mongo-
Ha only from history books. Long
ago, the people of this remote As-
lan.Land ruled one of the largest
empires the world had ever known.

Under Genis Khan, the Mongols
spread their power in all direct-
lons during the 13th century. Their
domain stretched from the coast

Since then, the area has come
more and more under Russian  in-
fluence. A Russian alphabet has
replaced the old ‘Mongolian letters.

The Soviet Union is helping Out-
er 'Mongolia to develop some in-
dustries. There are several gold
mines in the country. Coal is be-
ing mined and there are deposits
of other minerals such as iron ore
and copper. Factories - produce
some leather and woolen goods.

UNCHANGED

_ In spite of Soviet influence, life
in Outer Mongolia has not chang-
ed much. 1t is still similar to what
it has been for centuries.

Most of the people are herds-
men. They live in tents and care
for their sheep, goats, cattle and
horses. Wool and hides from these
animals constitute most of the
country’s exports.

The soil is poor for farming. So
is the climate, which is hot lngsum-
mer and very cold in winter, Nev-
ertheless, the people grow some
grains and vegetables to supple
ment their meat and dairy diet.
Outer Mongolia is still a land
of caravans. Almost the only links
with the outside world are two
railways--one into Russia, the oth-
er into China. That is the reason
why twe knmtwh so little about this
remote area that suddenly appear-
ed in the headlines in Dyece‘;gber.

MIDDLE EAST

In 1945, an Arab Lague was
grluhfd to work against Israeli
or an ind d state
of Israel in Palestine. Members
included Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Sau-
di Arabia, Syria, Lebanon, Yemen,
and Libya.

It is a North African count;

some 800 miles west of Israel. An |
independent land for only four
years, she has problems of her
own and is not eager to become |
involved in other people’s quar-
rels. The United States is friendly
with Libya, and its air force has |
bases there. It is about the size |
of Alberta and British Columbia |
combined. Population is just over
a million.

EGYPT

It is most outspoken against Is-
rael, and frontier fights between
the two have been frequent. The
Egyptian army of 100,000 men is
the strongest in the Arab world,
although it is less than half the
size of the Israeli force. But Egypt
is gaining new power with planes,
guns, and probably submarines ob-
tained through Russia. Egypt alone
might do great damage to Israel
in a new ar. With a population
of 22,000,000 Egypt is a little larg-
er than British Columbia. Her area
is 48 times larger than that of
Israel, and her population is about
13 times larger.

SAUDI ARABIA

With 7,000,000 people is about
the same size as Ontario. A king-
dom rich in oil resources, the Ara-
bian, nation often works with the
United States. Its Air Force long
has had air bases there. Amer-
ican businessmen run the oil fields
and pay half profits to the Arab-
ian Government.

On the other hand, Saudi Avab-
ian is detdrmined to keep the arab
lands out of METO. Her army of
15,000 would probably not be of
great value in a war, but Saudi
Arabia could help Egypt and Sy-
ria with money for buying arms.

SYRIA

About the size of Newfoundland
and New Brunswick combined, has
a population of 3,670,000. Except
for minor frontier skirmishes, Sy-
ria and Israel had little trouble
after the 1948 war until recently
and she is bitter about the attack
last month. She has an army of
approximately 40,000

The personal attack is a favorite

As an anti-communist
nation--about 1-3 the size of Ont-
ario and with over 5,000,000 peo-
ple-Iraq can do much in her new
role to help keep the Middle East
free.

LEBANON

ely as a substitute for reason. A
case in point is the example of
the man in court who passed to
his lawyer the note: “No case!
Abuse plaintiff's attorney.”

What a debater can hope to gain
by personal attack is hard to see
Because his listeners understand
exactly why he says what he says,
and judge him accordingly. Yet the
method is used so often that sen-
sitive men and women shrink from
public service because of the per-
sonalities brought into discussion
by those who differ from them. In
all such cases, Christ's method is
the only one that works. Ignore
the personal attack. Deal with the
principle involved. Let your selfless
devotion to the object before you be
manifest to all. And your constit-
uency will form its own judgment.

Above everything, you will be at
peace with yourself when you fol-
low Christ in the service to which
you are called. Christ's own ex-
ample is compelling at this point.
Notice how His silences in His trial
carried out His own principle of
refusing to meet evil with evil. His
silence when the false witnesses
were testifying against Him, His
silence befére Herod, His silence
before Pilate until Pilate’s person-
al appeal brought out an answer
that convinced Pilate of His in-
nnocence.

Why speak when there was no
will to listen and when justice was
not in His accuser's minds? The
Great Debater, who never had any

John Diefenbaker (PC—Prince
Albert) said in the Commons there
are too many cases of poverty-
stricken Canadians receiving jail
sentences for petty offences.

His bill would amend a section
of the Criminal Code providing for
payment of fines on
mary convictions. Such cases are
heard before a magistrate without
a jury and the maximum penalty
is a $500 fine or six months in
jail or both.

Mr. Diefenbaker said the exist-
ing provision of the Code permit-
ting payment of fines by instal-
ments is not being employed by
the majority of magistrates. It was
much easier for a magistrate in a
case involving a fine of $5 and
costs to send a person to jail than
to give him time to pay the fine.

DENY REPEATERS

He agreed that courts should
have the right to deny a person
time to pay a fine in the case of
repeaters or crimes of a serious
nature.

However, in petty cases the
court should investigate whether
the guilty party lacks the financial
resourees to pay a fine imme-
diately. If this was the case it
should be mandatory for the court
to grant time,

“Imprisonment should not be
arbitrarily or mandatorily imposed
because a person cannot imme-
diately pay a fine,”” Mr. Diefen-
baker said.

Frank Enfield (L—York-Soar-
borough) said Mr. Diefenbaker had
drawn a Dickens-line picture of
persons going to jail for debt. Can-
ada had advanced far from that
situation.

He said the present law gives
magistrates complete freedom to
take into atcount a man's inabil-
ity to pay. Perhaps that freedom
