Dr. L. W. Shaw
Speaks At S'side

Dr. L. W. Shaw, Deputy Min-
ister of Education spoke - to the
monthly meeting of the Summer-
side Home and School Association
jn the High School auditorium last
evening. Dealing with the newer
ideas of education he said that
children are individuals and " a
general education that applies to
one child may not apply to an-
other, A home and school organ-
ization should try to build up the
feeling that education is for- all
but since all are not alike we must
provide, as far as our.means per-
mit, for the various types of chil-
dren. 5 .

One important reason- for the
existence” of a home and school
organization, ' he said, is to see
that the home does not have one
philosophy of education and the
scheol another. ~While local home
and school organizations are ‘very
fine, Dr. Shaw was not sure that
the time is ripe for the setting up
of a Provincial home and school
organization as there are marny
other provincial organizations in=
terested in the field of education.
However, he thought the time may
come when a provincial = set-up
would do much good.

He hoped that a national home
and ‘school organization would do
‘much to unify the aims of educa-
tion in Canada. Dr. Shaw explain-
ed at length the functions of the
Canadian Education Association of
which he is president. It is made
up of departmental officials, rep~
resentatives of home and school
organizations, teachers federations
and the uniyersities. He said that’
as a central department of educa-
tion does not exist in Canada
something is needed to take its

Before the Assembly Truman list-
ed three basic principles as neces-
sary for any successful plan of dis-
armament:

A major-
ity of nations is not enough. No
plan_ of disarmament can work un-
less it includes every nation having
substantial armed forces.

‘“Third, the plan must be fool-
proof. Paper promises are not en-
ough, -Disarmament miust he based
on’ safeguards which will insure the
compliance of all nations. The safe-
guards must be adequate to give
immediate warning of any threat-
ened violation. Disarmament must
be policed continuously and thor-
oughly. It must be founded upon free
and open -interchange of informat-
jon across natiqnal horders.”
