Pope gradually rallying from a
grave illness, broadcast a message
of comfort to the world's sick Sun-
day night.

The Pontiff was making his first
public address since he became
ill more than three weeks ago. He
spoke unusually slowly and his|
voice faded at the end of phrases.

The Pope limited himself to
speaking the first 500 words of his
2,000-word message marking a
special “day of the sick” as part of
the Roman Catholic observance of
the Marian Year.
