WORK TO REPAIR PROVINCE-WIDE HAVOC

Major Demands Of Rail Unions Met By ArbitratorWill Require Days To

New Wage Increase Of
3 CentsGranted;5-Day
Week ToBeginInJune

OTTAWA, Dec. 19 — (CP)
canadian rail workers wrested an-
other $13,000,000-a-year wage in-
crease from the railroads today.

Laving down binding contract
terms under the legislation that
ended last August’s paralyzing rail
strike, Mr. Justice R.L. Ke!lock
gave most of the 124,000 strikers:

1. A further three-cents-an-
hour increase on tcp of a four-
cent increase they got last Sept.

1. It is retroactive to that date.

2. The five-day, 40-hour week,
without loss of pay from the pre-
sent 48 hours, effective next
June 1 — three months ahead
of the date the railways had of-
fered to put it in.

But the Supreme Court cf Can-
ada Justice, acting as fina! arbitra-
tor in the dispute, refused the
short week and the new three-cent
increase to 2,700 hotel and water
transport employees of the rail-
ways,

They get this
in a one-year ccntract dating from
last Sept. 1. The other employees,
who also wanted one-year contracts
are bound by the arbitrator to two-
year agreements from that date.

All are in the non-operating
group — those who do net actuatly
run the trains.

Separate Negotiations

The running trades are in sep-
arate negotiations for wage in-
creases. These have been suspended
during the Kellock inquiry, but
they are to be resumed shortly, and
the arbitrator observed today it
was expected his findings would
have a bearing on them.

On the railways' estimates, {he
workers’ gains will ccst something
over $100.000,000 a year. They es-
timate the 40-hour week as costing
$80,000,000; the first four-cent in-
crease another

000.000.

However, the 17 unions engaged
in the 1 1-2-year dispute have
challenged these figures as exag-
gerated. The arbitrator made no
cstimate.

Union leaders today hailed the
Kellock findings as a ‘“substan-
tial vindication” of their case,
though they expressed
that the hotel-water employees
had not been included in the
main settlement.

BRUSSELS, Belgium, Dec. 19—

Three vessels were dashed ashore
and abandored off Canada's east
'coast today as the tailend of a hew!-

Two other ships battled their
way to safety and a third edged
away from the jagged rccks off
Cape Breton to await a tug.

On land, communications were
slowly beinz brought back to nor-
mal after being thrown into a jumb-
led mass-of tangled wires when
the storm first struck the Mari-
times last night.
