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Beef and Mutton For Kurope.

Ax English firm has recently entered
into a contract with Messrs. Dickey and
Buckley, of Amherst, N. S., for the ship
ment, from Halifax, of one hundred and
sxty (160) tons of dressed beef monthly,
for the English market. This represeuts
about six thousand head of cattle per an-
num. Mr. Symes, the principal manager
of this English firm was interviewed by a
representative of the Halifax Evening ifail
a few days ago; and the reporter elicited
from him muoch valuable information
touching this important branch of Prov-
incial industry.

The exports of this firm annually under
their contact will be equal in value to £100-
000 sterling; and during the three years
for which their contract with the Zuaherst
tirm has been made, will amount to about
31,500,000, payable to this one firm alone ‘
aud distributed principally ameng the !
stockraisers of Cumberland County, Nove
Secotia.

Mr. Symes, in giving his reasons for lo-
cating the business in Nova Seotia, says
that Halifax harbor, being opem ail the
year round, being easy of access, cennected
by rail with all parts of the continent, and
the nearest port te Europe, with good
steamship aecommedation, and lower port
charges than any other port this side the+
Atlantie, is, coensequently, the best and
cheapest peint of shipment in the Domin-
ien.  Mr. Symes also speaks favorably of
the soil of Nova Seotia Yor growing hay,
srain and roots,specially adapted for fatten-
ing purposes.

Now, if this be true of the seil of Nova
Scotia, the same statement wiil apply with
greater foree to this Provimge, as our seoil
for the growth of prolucts, smch as those
alluded to, is universally admittei to be
unsurpassed in any part of the Deminion.

Mr. Symes contends that the Maritime
Provinees could surpass the upper provinces
of the Dominion, as well as the United
States, in the production of animeal feod,
did they but wake up and exhibit more hife
and energy in the development of their
natural rescurces.

Great placards, says Mr. Symes, are to
be seen 1n stores, railway stations, aund
post offices all over the Provinces, adver-
tising and glorifying the unknown lands of
Texas, Kansas, and other Wester States ;
but not one word about the beautiful lands
of our own country. In travelling through
the United States, he never yetsaw a pla-
card, or any indueements, by advertising or
otherwise, advising people to go to Canada.

The conduct of a portion of our press and
people in rumning down the land of their
birth and praising that of other countries,
was he said altogether incomprehensible to
an Englishman.

Exciusive of their expertation of beef,
this English firm antisipates the shipping of
some ten thousand (10,000) careases of
mutton, during the present year, the
greater portion of which they expeet to
purchase from the Eastern Townships of
Quebec and Prince Edward Island. For
this mutton they are prepared to pay from
7 to T4 cents per pound, giving the farmers
the skins and other offal, which, on an
average, is estimated 10 be worth from
$1.00 to $1.50 per head.

Mr. Symes, in response to an invitation
from some of the most influential people of
Aunapolis, N. 8., visited that County a
few daye ago, and reecived an offer from
the people to put up, at their own expense,
feeding and slaughtering establishments at
Annapoliz; and the farmers who have taken
stock in their own *‘ Direet Stcamship
| Line,” guarantee to provide the cattle and
| offer rates on their steamer twenty-five
| per cent lower than can be gut elsewhere.
| This is stroug evidence of the faith these
| people have 1u the enterprise.
| Mr. Symes has also accepted invitations
| to address farmers in different paris of New
| Brunswick aud the eastern townships of
{ of Quebec, on this great question of raising
| and feeding cattle and sheep for the Euro-
| pean market.

i We trust that no time will be lost on the

part ef our leading farmers and stock
raisers, in extending an invitation te this
enterprising  Englishman to  visit our
! Province, which bears, and we trust
| will always sustain, the name of the * Gar
| den of the Gulf,” with the view of stimu
lating our people to yreater efforts in the
introduction of improved stock, cattle feed-
ing, and stock farming.

We feel certain that Mr. Symes would
readily respond to an invitation form, say,
our Stock Farm Commissioners, or the
Board of Exhibition Commissieners, to
visit at au early day, our lsland, which he
will find surpasses the other Maritime
Proviuces, in all that relates to the growth
of the soil, as well as in its eapabilities for
stock raising.

We trust that the efforts which are being
put forth for the securing of shipments to
Europe, in this direction, from our own
province during the coming season, will be
suecessfully accomplished, and that our_
people will, more than ever, give their at
tention to raising and feeding stock from
the preducts of their fields, rather than in-
dulge in the visionary idea that selling those
products to the Americans, or any other
people,under any terins, however favorable,
would be more remunerative than feeding
their stock for the English Market.

This English firm of Addison & Symes
| will make their first shipment from Hali-
| fax about the 9th day of May next, in
refrigerators, in the steamship Nova
Seotian, which is being specially fitted up
for that purpose. The cost of fitting up
cach ship required for this service will be
about £10,000. This money will also be
distributed among the mechanics and
wanufacturers of cur Provinces,

The Last Resource.

To suecessfully defend the conduet of
Mr. L. H. Davies is out of the question.
So *‘ the organ of the party,” has fallen to
charging Tue Exasixer with insincerity
and 1mconsistency wiuh respect to the claim
of the Island to a share of the Fishery
Award. Suppose this charge o be well
founded, how does it relieve Mr. L. H.
Davies of the grave offence of having, while
Attorney General of this Island, accepted
a retainer from the Dominion Government,
and failed, at the proper time, to exert
himseli on behalf ¢f the Province whose
paid oflicial he was ! :

The charge of the Pairiot is, however,
very easily disposed of. Wlen the questien
was first mooted, we supposed that our
right te the fisheries had passed to Canada,
in the same way as our right te the Rail-
way, or as our right to the revenunes of the
Post Office, or as our right te anythiog
else, which, by the terms of union was
ceded to the Dominion. We would net
—and we believe the people of this Prov
ince would noi—ask Capada or Great
Britain or any other couniry to pay us a
single dollar which was not rightiully ours;
and so, believing that our right to the
fisheries and to the producis of the fishories
had been vested in Canada, we said that it
would be absurd, ridiculeus and wrong, te
claim a share of the Fishery Award. Bat,
shortly after, we found that the right of
Carada to the fisheries and to & share of
the Award of the Halifax Commission had
never, either directiy or indireetly, heen
ceded to Canada:and we immediately with-
drew our former staiement,and wrote—see
Tae Examixer, May 5th, 1879:—

“It must also be remembered that we
have ever asserted the abselute right of the
Island to a share of the Awaid. But we
formerly thought the money should come
to us threugh the Dominion Government.
Now we think it advisable that it be funded
at Ottawa, and right that the Local Gov-
vrument should have the disposition of the
interest of it. We at first supposed that
the fisheries and our interest in them had
passed to the Dominion Government, just
as our railway passed to it. If, by a cen-
tract, with persons in the United States,
our railway were benefited to the extent of
a million or two of dellars, it would be mani-
festly unfair for the Local Government to
obtain the disposition of the money. But,
on reference to the terms of Confederation,
we find it stipulated that * the railways un
der contract and in eonrse of covstruction
for the Government of tbe Island shall be
the property of Canada’ ; while, with refer
ence to the fisheries, it is only agrecd that
“the Domwinion Covernment shall assume
and defray all charges for the fisheries.” The
Province has not surrendered any interest
it before possessed in the fisheries. But
the Dominion Government are bourd to
protect them. © Consequently, any damages
which may result from the use of the fish-
eries by the fishermen of a foreign conutry
belongs of right to the Praevince, and the
Government of the Province should have
the disposition of the mouey.”

It will readily be seen that there is little
similarity between the offence of which Tue
ExamiNer s charged-—and the offence of
which Mr. Davies now stavds before the
bar of public opinion—convicted.

Tue ExamiNgr was under no particular
obligation to watch the interests of this
Province or the Fishery Award. It hed
no motive—except & love of right—in de-
claring that the Government had no
claim on the Award. 1t promptly confessed
its error aud atoned. J

But Mr. Davies was the Attorney General
of this Island, and it was his special duty
to see that the right of the Izland to a share
of the Fichery Award was pressed on every
oceasion. At a critical juncture Mr. Davies
went into the service of the Donunion, and
neglected his duty as an oflicial of this
Province.

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Improvements on Our Railway.

Some marked®improvements are to be
made on the P. E. Island Railway,

The road bed is to have a very large num-
ber of new sleepers, and new rails wili be
laid where required. Judging by those al-
ready laid in the imwediate vicinity of
Charlottetown, and aceording to the state-
ment of persons yualiied to give a correet
opimion, the sleepers are superier to any
that Liave yot been placed upon the road-
bed. They are all sqaared; and fully up to
the stanard of those Raced in the road-bed
of the lutereolonial.

The passenger cars are being re-painted,
re-upholstered, and otherwise repsived in
govd style; aud some very necessary im-
provements are being wwade to the private
apartments. The needed ventilavion is
alse being provided. But the greatest im

provement of all, is the application
to the passonger cars of the patent
air  brake and the Miller platform

and buffer. These applisvces will make
a great change in railway travel on
this island, both as regards the safety and
the eomfurt of passengers. By the patent
air brake the traius can be broughtto a
standstil in a moment, and by the Miller
platforin and buffer the swaying and rattle
of the cars will be reduced to a munimum,
while the safety of persons passing frem
ear to car, while the train i1s10 metion, will
be assured. The Miller platforms are wider
than these now in use; thus making it
much easior to get on and off the cars. A
irial trip of & train equipped with the
Miller platforms was made or Tuesday; and
they were found to work admirably.

We have always eontended that eur
[sland Railway should be as well fitted out
as railways of the same kind on the main-
land ; and We are glad to reeord the satis
faction we feel on account, net only of the
prewpt manner im which the Gevernwent
have responded to the dewand of the Island
for these 1mprovemonts, but, alse, of the
enorgy aud good jidgaent displaycd by Mr.
