Dazzled Inseets,

The arc lamp has always had a
strange fascination for birds and in-
rects. The public has become quite ac~
customed 1o the periodical publication
of statistics on the number of birds of
passage killed at the various coast
lighthouses by dashing against the
glass in which the arc lantern was
inclosed, drawn by the brightness of
the light, and alro to the stories of
sparrows that have built their nests
within the arc globes, and persisted
in returning when dislodged. The arec
lamp has, moreover, been the means
of strengthening many of the ‘best en-
tomological ccllections in the country
by the addition of rare insects that
had formerly Leen most difficuit to
capture. These infects were almost in-
variably specimens of land species;
but an unusual phenomenon has late-
iy been observed in several towns, the
sreets of which are lightaed by the are
lamp, Immense swarms of water bee-
tles would s toward the lights,
and in the morning the carcasses of
these aquatic coleoptera  would be
found lying by busrhcls at the base of
the lamp posts.

Unigue ( en Cone rix.

Every midsununer day a unique con-
cert is given in Copenrhagen, such ¢
the whole world eannot show the like
of. There are kept in the Copenhagen
museum a number of ancient Scan-
dinavian horns, more than 3,000 years
oid, called “Luren.” Of this collec-
tion fourteen are in good condition.
They have an elegant shape, and the
flat metal plates at the mouthpiece
show good technical perfection, and a
developed taste together. They ve
found buried in moorland, and . -ir
good preservation is believed to be duc
to the turfy water. They are of very
thin metal, and generally seven feet
long. They were always found in
pairs, the one in tune with the other.
A few years ago it was foupd out by
Dr. Iammerich that they could still
be blown or played upon. Their tones
resemble those of the tenor horn, and
they have a soft but powerful sound.
Scme are tuned in C and E sharp;
others in D, E or G, and these tones
form an accord, but no “scala.” The
midsummer concert is held as follows:
On a balcony in the court of the
princely palace in which is kept the
Northern Museum iwo members of the
roval ‘capella” blow tunes on two of
these primeval horns. An enormous
crowd fills the court, the streets, the
marble bridge, and the neighboring
square as far as it is possible to hear
the sounds.—London Daily News.
