THE PRINCE AT KINGSTON. |

It was hardly to be expected that the visit of the Prince|
{of Wales to the Eoglish Provinces on this continent should|
lrun its progress and meet nowhere with any uupleasant inci- |
| deut to mar the completeness of a loyal ovation. A visit of
| the future sovere gn necessarily enlists the warmest feelings
|of the people, gives rise to an intense excitement, and inevi-
| tably calls into activity, at the same time, prejudices and |
passions which otherwise might remain dormant. It is|
|always so where private fecling 13 brought into play by public|
|eveuts, whether it be the progress of a Queen at home,—
! where, however, a better diseipline prevents always any public
lexposure,—or of a Prince abroad, aud the wonder would have
| been had this occasion passed without some such result.
| It may well be esteemed a furtunate circumstance, there-
| fore, that the festivities of so wany weeks have been uninter-
irupted by a single uupleasant incident ; and that up to a
| week ago, the people of the Provinces have only vied with
| each other in the expression of a united loyalty, and a uai-|
i versal enthusiasmn at receiving among them the Priuce of
Wales. Whatever private jealousies there may have been,
as it is inevituble there should have been sume, have been
kept studiously out of sight, and Ilis Royal Highness has
{been permitted to see only the unguaestiopable evidence of
the unfeigned pleasure and bappiuess which his visit has |
{afforded the people. However much we unay regret thea the
tunhappy diffizalty which awaited him at Kingston, we may
still rejoice that it was no worse. It was unquestionably a
| want of good sense as well as of good manners to permit the
|old and bitter feud berween the Orangemen and the Catho-
lics to come to the surface at this particular mwoment.
