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Northern Markets

Premier Shaw got in some good
trout fishing on his trip to the
Canadian and American military
bases in Labrador and Newfound-
land, but recreation was only in-
cidental to the trade matters which
prompted his visit to these north-
ern parts. His conferences with the
military authorities, and with pri-
vate commercial firms on trade with
this Province, thould pay good
dividends to our farm producers.

The Premier has always been
enthusiastic as to the possibilities
of this market. The trade increase
noted since his last visit two years
ago substantiates his claim that it
would pay us handsomely to do more
exploratory work in this connection.
He instanced particularly the areas
at the American naval base at
Argentia, which he hopes to visit
shortly, possibly at the time the
Atlantic Premiers’ conference is be-
ing held in St. John's. Mr. Sang-
ster, provincial marketing agent,
will be given full government sup-
port to explore these and other
areas where possibilities of demand
for Island products exist.

The Premier noted some weak-
nesses in our handling of this profit-
able northern market, and stressed
the need for having our own stor-
age facilities in the Goose Bay area,
particularly for potatoes, turnips,
and other vegetables.

As to qnality, there is now
“splendid satisfaction” with our
products; and there is no reason
why, with continued emphasis on
this cardinal factor, we cannot
greatly improve our trade relations
in these areas. If we don’t, we shall
have only ourselves to blame. The
market is there, and the prospects
are that it will expand substantially
in the future. With modern air
transportation there is no reason
why we should be outdistanced by
any competitors in tapping its
opportunities.

Federal Meat Inspection
The question of the adequacy and
effectiveness of existing measures
for inspecting meat for human con-
sumption has been raised in the
public mind from time to time—
particularly in the early months of
1962 when police action was taken
against purveyors of questionable
uninspected meat in some parts of
Canada. Although the only eriticism

“of federal meat inspection service

was that it was not sufficiently
widespread, the Federal Department
of Agriculture has deemed this a
timely occasion on which to review
the scope of the work it carries out
in this connection. The result is an
interesting “reference paper” on the
subject, which we have just receiv.
ed through the mails.

than nalf of one per cent of the red
meat kill. On the pouitry side, 48
million birds were federally in-
spected for siaughter and about half
a million carcasses, or 1.13 per cent
were condemned.

In addition to plants coming
under the Meat Inspection Act
there were, at the beginning of
1962, hundreds of small slaughter
and packing operations and scores
of poultry processing and eviscer-
ating stations outside its jurisdie-
tion. Some of these were provinci-
ally inspected, some were subject to
inspection of local option. The
annual uninspected kill of animals
and poultry was in the hundreds of
thousands.

It is noted that the tremendous
| increase in poultry meat consump-
tion in the last five years was to a
large extent assisted by the grading
| system compulsory in all large trad-

ing centres. Current demand is for
| this standard to be provided only for
i Canada Approved products and a
| largescale move is afoot among
| registered killing and eviscerating
| stations voluntary to bring their
| operations under the federal meat
inspection service. This has resulted
in the hiring of more staff by the
federal government with substan-
tial additions to the inspection bud-
get.

Like Columbus’ Egg

A mere square meter of desert
ground on Oshima Island, Japan,
has yielded a liter of water and, in
like manner, another patch of waste-
land in the Quetta desert of Pakis-
tan has yielded the life sustaining
fluid. Both these experiments in
what may one day be a new way of
reclaiming waste lands were carried
out under the direction of Dr. Koba-
yashi, director of a Japanese tech-
nical research institute.

The technique? A plain wooden
frame with a glass lid is set on an
incline of sandy soil so as to keep
moisture in the sand from rising
and evaporating. This moisture,
coaxed into the air by solar heating
and capillary action, collects under
the glass lid wad drips slowly into
a waiting bottle. In 24 hours, a liter
of pure water fills the bottle, a dis-
tilled water, free from impurities,
fresh and sweet to the taste.

The simple apparatus depends
on the fact that no matter how arid
is the soil's surface, hidden water
lurks, however far down. This water
rises through capillary action but,
due to the desert’s hizgh tempera-
ture, swiftly evaporates into the
atmosphere. But when the glass-
lidded frame is set over soil, steam
rising from the subsoil is saturated
within the box so that drops of
pure moisture are quickly formed
inside the glass. <

A stone buried in a garden is
found to be moist underneath when
lifted up, the spot also moist though
the surrounding ground is perfect-
ly dry. This is the principle on
which Dr. Kobayashi worked. “An-
other case,” as he humorously re-
marked, ““of that egg of Columbus
++ . another invention on a principle
#so simple it has long, and unac-
countably, defied discovery.”
