Today Canada has become a ha-
ven for the homeless, a land of
new opportunity for thousands of
immigrants. As a nation we are
reaching maturity and with parent-
al concern iake a place in the
councils of the world. 1t presents
a pocket New Testament to every
young man or women entering the
armed forces. It generously sub-
sidizes Scriptures for the blind so
that Braille volumes are available
to blind individuals.

In Canada 137 people in eve
100.,000 are blind. The society prlnz
Baille Scriptures in English and
Welsh and 25 foreign languages.
The whole hible is available in
braille in English and Welsh and
Arabic. A complete Braille Bible
in English consists of 5,356 pages,
14 inches x 12 inches; fills 39 vol-
umes, weighs over 160 lbs. and oc-
cupies a shelf 7 feet long. A vol-
ume of Braille costs about $2.50 to
produce and is sold for 25 cents. A
complete bible costs about $90.00 to
produce and is sold for approxi-
mately $10.00.

TRANSLATION

The latest news that comes from
the translation department in Lon-
don reached me about a week ago
and is as follows: ‘“The transla-
tion department of the British and
Foreigh Bible Society has been en-
gaged on a heavy program for 1955,
dealing with Scriptures in 234 lan-
guages. Of these 45 are complete
Bibles which'in due course will be
published for' the first time; 37 are
New Testaments in a similar cate-
gory; then there are 55 revisions:
42 additional books of Scripture
(in languages in which one or more
Scriptures have already been print-
ed but which have not reacher the
stage of having a New Testament
or a Bible; four more are special
editions-such as the Nestle Greek
New Testament and the Hcbrew
Old Testament; and finally there
are 51 books of Scripture in entire-
ly new tongues—pioneer work in
which the language has sometimes
to be reduced to writing before the
scrintures can be translated.

“‘To this list a further eight new
languages have recently been sub-
mitted to the society. They belong
to all parts of the world and the
translators are members of every
d ination. Five of these eight
