Beautiful Plant
Enemies

By F. H. MacArthur

Besides the destructive clothes-
moth, there are other moth and
butterfly pirates that destroy our
garden fruit and ornamental trees
in spite of all the poisons we are
able to muster against them.

There can be little doubt that
man himself is responsible for
much of this destruction. When he
killed many of the birds and rep-
tiles—all insect-eating creatures--
Nature could not cope with the task
of keeping a balance in the insect
world.

Every year we have caterpillar
plagues of some sort. In itself, m.l-
lions of dollars of valuable pro-
ducts are destroyed every season.
Some years it is next to Impossible
to raise cabbage because of the de-
structive cabbage-fly. These little
pirates annually producing count-
less numbers of eggs which, when
hatched out, are capable of de-
stroying every cabbage that the gar-
den grows.

The pea-moth is the villain of
our peas, Once their eggs are
hatched and the young begin their
work, you might just as well stand
aside and let them finish their job;
for who wanes peas to eat that are
crawling with maggots?

Then there is the vile codling-
moth whose caterpillars make-the
apple crop useless for human con-
sumption, Not only does this moin
ruin the fruit, but its work of de-
struction causes the apples to fall
from the tree before they are half
matured.

Perhaps one of the hardest
moths to control is that which at-
tacks our currint bushes. Then, too,
there is the dreaded little creature
that bores into the stems of corn.

Go where you will, you'll find
garden, field, forest and shrubs be-
ing preyed upon by these hungry
insects. Scientists tell us that there
are at least seven hundred species
in the United States of America
and Canada alone. If no preventa-
tive asure were loyed to
keep them at bay, not a plant
would remain undamaged. There-
fore, they are grave enemies of
Mankind, and ought to be ruth-
lessly destroyed wherever they are
met.
No field can produce its maxi-
mum yield, no forest maintain®its'
life and beauty; no garden, large
or small, can come to full maturi-
ty, and thousands of our most
beautiful shaded trees are stripped
of their lovely foliage by tent-
caterpillars each year,

Yet, in spite ‘of all their faults,
moths and butterflies are among
the most interesting creatures to
be seen in Mother Nature's picture-
gallery of tiny ngs. The ques-
tion of their migration for instance
is a $64.00 mystery. Entire armies
of these beautiful insect pests have
been known tq fly from inland
parts of Europe to the British Isles.
Among the more beautiful of these
voyagers are the Pale Cloudad
Yellow Butterflies, the Painted
Lady and the Black Veined White.

In Americp, the Monarch is sa:d
to follow the birds south in the
autumn, returning north with them
in the spring. .

Indeed there is no place where
they will not push their way, for
they are persistent creatures, often
entering coal-mines where they lay
their eggs and multiply rapidly.
Here they feed on horse's fodder,

and in time make that wonderful
change which is one of the most
interesting and amazing things in
Nature.
