Many Europeans Experlence "Black leay

U.S. Visa Freeze
Hits Thousands
Hard Blow

By John Roderick

LONDON, Oct. 13 —(AR) — 1t
was Black Friday the 13th today
for hundreds of Germans, Aust-
riars and Italiams caught in the
United States visa freeze.

The State Department order
cancelling all visas issued by em-
bassles abroad up to Oct. 12, and
requiring their revalidation, hit
thousands of Europeans headed
for the U. S.

For some, there were no serious
consequences. U. S. consulates in a
dozen major cities merely stamped
their already visaed passports and
they were free to leave.

It was different for nationals of |

former enmemy countries whase
possible past  connections  with
Ccommunist, Naai or  Fasclst or-
ganizations makes them targets
of the new American antl-spy law.

In Frankfurt, Germany, Pan-
American World Airways reported
that 144 bookings to the U. 8. had
been cancelled during the last six
days in the confusion over inter-
pretation of the new law.

Of these, 67 were emigrants, left
almost permiless  because they
had sold their remaining belong-
ings to get the monev needed to
start a new life in the °States.
Most appealed to charitable or-
ganizations for help to tide them

Seaman Charged

Buckingham Palace

LONDON, Oct. 13 —(AP)—
Scotland Yard tonight charged a

Buckingham
Palace.

The arrest of 26-year-old Doug-
las Monro came only a few hours
after disclosure of the burglary at
the palace.

The dispatch box, used by the

marshal of the diplomatic corps
for correspondence, was recovered
intact in a garbage can near the
palace grounds, Scotland Yard
said.
Monro will appear at Bow
Street court tomorrow to plead to
a charge of “burglariously break-
ing and entering Buckingham
Palace” Thursday night and steal-
inz. the box.

The theft of the box had set off
sensational  speculation in the
London press. Some newspaper
accounts said . the box contained
important state papers and secret
documents.

None of the royal family was
in the palace when the box was
stolen, The king is on a shooting
trip at Sandringham and Queen
Elizabeth and Princess Margaret
are at Balmoral Castle in Scot-
land.

The box, inscribed with a royal
crown on the lid, was taken from
the room of Maj.-Gen. A. C. Salis-
bury-Jones, who acts as liaison of-
ficer between the court and the
diplomatic corps.

Scotland Yard experts went over
the palace and its grounds thor-
oughly as soon as the theft had
been discovered.

The palace is guarded round the
clock by armed military sentries
and special police. Security pre-
cautions were tightened recently

Mighly Sea, Air
Assault On
Coast Continues

{ TOKYO, Oct. 14 — (Saturday)—
(AP) — Mighty Allied sea-and-
air power slashed at the Red
Korean east coast supply line al-
most to the Siberian border Fri-
day while American infantrymen
pounded 20,000 Reds trapped on
the road to the Red 'Capital of
Pyongyang.

Thirty-seven warships, led by
the American battleship Missouri
and including units of the British,
Canadian and Australian navies,
bombarded ports, rail lines and
other communications facilities
along a 13Q-mile strip of coast
from Songjin northward through
flaming Chongjin, 140 miles south-
west of Vladivostok, Siberian
port.

Fighters and bombers of the U.
S. Far East Air Forces covered
the area at the same time, firing
rockets and dropping bombs on
bridges, marshalling yards, ware-
houses, docks and whar{s.

The naval release
the bombardment did not identify |
the Canadian shjps, but it indicat-
ed two of the three Canadian des-
troyers operating in Korean wat-

ers — the Cayuga, Sioux and|

LAKE SUCCESS, N. Y., Oct. 13—
lAP)—The United Statos proposed
today an occupation plan for Gen
MacArthur to govern North Korea
until an all-Korean regime is es-
tablished.

The Americans also snggested to
the United Nations Commission on
Korea that U. S. troops be pulled
out of occupation duty as quickly
as possible, with other U. N. for-
ces taking up -that task; that war
criminals be tried, and that there
be no reprisals against North Xo-
rean soldiers and ordinary, rank-
and-file Communists in the north.

Finally, the Americans were re-
ported to have agreed with a
Commission decision, transmitted
Thursday to MacArthur, that the
authority of President Syngman
Rhee, of the U, N.-sponsored Re-
public of Korea, be lmited to
South Korea at least until all uni-
fication problems are settled.

It was indicated here these ideas
| would be among those subjects to
! be discussed by President Truman
and MacArthur at their Pacific
conference.

Rhee Surprised

. In Scoul today Rhee and Cab-
inet members expressod disbelief
at the Korea Commission’s decis-
fon to  limit his Government's
immediate control to South Korea.
That would make the plan impos-
sible “for the Korean people to
accept,” Rhee said.

The Americans were reported to

be favoring elections only in
North Korea, with vacancies in
the present republican (South

Korea) Congress to be filled by
these elections. They were said to
oppose all-Korean elections on the
grounds that the republic was
elected by a U. -N. supervised vote
and it is not necessary to have
another ballot.

British Dailies Return

To Wartime

At present newspapers are limit-
ed on the number of pages they
print, but there is no circulation
limit, and some papers sell in mil-
lions, Tcnnage rationing means
each paper will have a certain al-
location to eover a four~week per-
fod.

Stocks today are as low as in the
war's worst period, the Newsprint
Supply Company announced. It
added that in terms of weekly con-
sumption — more papers are larg-
er now than in wartime—stocks
are at their Jowest point ever, These
could not be further reduced with-
out serious risk of a breakdown in
supply and distribution.

Company — & distribution body
sponsored by leading British news-
paper organizations the war-
time rationing system would be
back in effect Oct, 22 for at least
six months,

The current ration permits most
daily papers to turn out six-page
editions, During the war and for
some time afterwards they could
produce only four-pages.

The Newsprint Company added
that “the acute world shortage of
newsprint makes it impossible at
present to increase supplies” and
that it would be many months be-
fore British publishers could again
expect adequate deliveries.
