To a nation plunged in grief over

the assassination, in broad daylight,
of its Chief Executive, comes this
dreadful anticlimax, 48 hours later,
of the shooting down—also in broad
daylight, and surrounded by a cor-
don of police—of the man charged
with the deed.

One can well understand the
anger and excitement which the
murder of President Kennedy had
caused, but that lawless vengeance
should be executed in this manner
—even if the suspect had been tried
and convicted of the crime—would
have seemed incredible in any civi
ized country today.

the second assa bullet found
its mark in the wretched suspect’s

stomach; but what is even more dis-
quieting is the fact that the deed
could have been made possible at
all.

Reporters and television camera |

men, it seems, had been advised be-
forehand of the prisoner’s transfer.
It was even stated that attendants
on duty at the hospital
President Kennedy died had been

warned of the possibility of an at- |

tempt on Oswald's life, and were
on hand when word of the shooting
came from the city hall.

There had been death threats
elreulating in Dallas, yet the police
neglected to take the most element-
ary precautions—such as removing
their prisoner at night, and clearing
the whole area of unauthorized per-
sons. They seemed to be concerned
about getting as much publicity for
the transaction as they could.

Not the least
sequence of this event is that de-
spite the claims of the Dallas police
that they had evidence enough to
send Oswald to the electric chair,
he will never have the chance of

being tried in this world. The vital |
question of his guilt or innocence |

will remain unresolved. A tragic
question mark is left to haunt the
American conscience.

| urday night, Opposition Leader
| Diefenbaker made this point, noting
| that in both cases, the President
| had been seeking an end to racial
strife.
| Mr. Kennedy's policies, domestic
| and foreign, were under attack from
| many quarters; but much of this
| was due to the critical nature of
the times, and to the awesome bur-
| dens of responsibility he bore. What
no one questioned was his sincerity, ’
| his passionate concern for human
| bpnexmont his deep religious faith
and his warmth of personality. His
| stature, we believe, will grow in |
| retrospect. As Mr. Diefenbaker well
said, quoting a comment passed on
President Lincoln’s death at that
| time: “Now he belongs to the ages.”

Farm Income Up

According to the most recent
estimates, cash income received by
Canadian farmers during the first
half of 1963 from farming opera-
tions amounted to $1.45 billion. This
was a new record for this period of
the vear and almost six per cent
above the previous record which had
been established in 1962. Note
taken of this encouraging sign in
| the current monthly letter of the
Canadian Imperial Bank of Com-
merce.

Contributing to the increase were
higher receipts from the sale of
| wheat, coarse grains, potatoes, poul-
try products and cattle and calves.
All the provinces participated in
the increase in income except Al-
berta, which experienced some de-
cline in hog sales. Gains recorded by
the other provinces ranged from a
fractional increase in British Co-
lumbia to a gain of more than 23
per cent in Manitoba.

On a community basis, the live-
stock sector of the industry was the
| most important source of farm in-

come and accounted for 60 per cent
| of farm cash income in the first six
months of 1963. Field crops con-
tributed 88.3 per cent and wheat
accounted for almost two-thirds of
this position.

EDITORIAL NOTE

The Winnipeg Free Press notes
that all four parties in Parliament
have placed themselves behind the
Government resolution to set up a
joint parliamentary committee to
study the laws controlling consumer
credit in Canada. “It is gratifying,”
it says, “to see the MPs act so vig-
orously once they put their mind to
it.
