| In Toronto, where grade A large
fresh eggs are selling at 80 cents
a dozen, grade A large oil pro-
cessed eggs sell from 35 to 57
cents a dozen,

The seasonal summer shortage
of eggs brought on recent rocket-
ing prices in fresh eggs, dealers
say.

S. L. Rodway secretary-man-
ager of the Poultry Products In-
stitiite of Canada. said Wednesday
that the “0il processed" variety
have been trested by his organiza-
tion and have been found just as
good as fresh eggs for boiling,
poaching, cooking and frying.

‘Main trouble is that housewives
don’t know about processed eggs
and have not learned to ask for
them yet."”

Mr. Rodway said processed eggs
{werc candled and coated with an
oil preservative early in the spring
under government supervision,
when  eggs were plentiful. They
were stored for emergencies such
as the present shortage.
| The ofl coating seals up the
pores of the egg so they can't
“breath’ and stops any deteriora-

| tion of quality.
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
