“Playoffs for three or more

The playoff could result in the
crowning of two different cham-
pions for the first time since In-
ternational hockey eompetition be-
gan. Canada was tied with Czech-
oslovakia in 1948 and took the
Olympic title on goal averages.
But the IIHF recognized the Cana-
dians as world champions without
ordering a playoff.
