Hey uld‘ stocks of salt fish on
hand, ‘“slightly in excess”” of
stocks this time last year, would
be sold and shipped before this
year's salt fish hits the market.

This year's fishery should be “a
reasonably good" ' one, Prices
should be ‘“‘at. least as good as
last year's.” x

He warned fishermen: “There
i. every indication we may soon
be producing more  heavy salt
fish than we can find markets for.
Fishermen would be well advised
to revert as far as ponlble"to the
curing of light salted fish.”

No government loans will be
available for further expansion of
the fresh fish processing -industry
in the foreseeable future, he said.
MUST CONSOLIDATE

It was more important for
the industry to consolidate itself.
Some 62,000,000 pounds of fresh
fish were processed last year
and existing facilities could have
turned out twice that much.

The act as it stands is a *‘gross
discrimination against” the fish-
ermen of the south coast, some of
whom Mr. Cheeseman represents
as Liberal member for Burin-
Burgeo.
