Silver Fox And
Mink Farming

ONNECTED WITH

The annual meeting of the
Prince Edward Island Fur Breed-
ers' Association was held in the
Department of Agriculture office,
Charlottetown, on Tuesday after-
noon. There was a good attend-
ance of members and consider-
able business was transacted. The
financial statement showed that
$2,551.86 was expended on the an-
nual fox and mink show which
was held last November in the
Provincial  Exhibition  building.
The live fox and mink premiums
amounted to $1,849. and other
necessary expenses made up the
difference. A cash balance of $600
remained unexpended. A discus-
sion took place as to the best
dates for holding the 1954 show
and it was decided that Novem-
ber 16-17 and 18 would suit the
majority of fur farmers. This
would leag’e one week between the
Ambherst show and the Royal Win-
ter Fair would be held the fol-
lowing week so breeders can take
in both if they desire to do so.

President Ernest Mill gave a re-
port on the season's activities and
expressed his thanks for the
splendid cooperation given by all
members. The financial statement
was submitted by Secretary-Trea-
surer Walter Shaw. George A.
Callbeck, manager of the Fur
Marketing Department of the C.
N. S. F. B, A, was asked to give
his impressions on the present
state of the silver fox market. He
said he had been in Montreal and
attended the recent sales by the
Canadian Fur Sales Company
(Quebec) Ltd. and Hudson's Bay
Company, Ltd., and saw a mark:
ed improvement in the demand
for silver fox and its mutations
Some 6,500 pelts were disposed of
and he considered the market
was 15 to 25 per cent higher than
the previous January Sales. Of
course, he said, the prices are
not anything like they were years
ago but there is a genuine feel-
ing of confidence in silver fox
and its mutations. This prevails
in the European markets and has
communicated itself to the Cana-
dian and to some extent to the
American market. Pearl plat-
inums, which of course are held
in smaller numbers than the oth-
er types, have enjoyed a good
sale and all shades are being pur-
chased. The new styles which
have been brought out through
the encouragement of the Cana-
dian National Fox Breeders As
sociation have made " big hit and
will be responsible for even morc
interest this coming fall.

Asked as to the number of fox
pelts taken off in 1953 he said
they would amount to about 10,-
000 and of course this included
quite a large number of pelts from
ranchers who are cutting down
on their breeding stock. This num-
ber exceed the United States pelt-
off very considerably. He was
glad to see that the annual meet-
ing of the Canadian Mink Breed-
ers Association would be held
this year in Charlottetown. It is
a very strong concern composing
the top breeders of mink in the
various provinces and the fact
that it is coming here indicates
that they are interested in the
possibilities of a furthet increase
in mink farming here. Lowell
Hancock, one of the best informed
members of the Association, gave
some very good suggestions in
regard to the coming fox and
mink show. He has in recent years
while maintaining a nucleus of his
fox ranch, increased his mink
greatly in number and is having
an excellent production this year.

Mr. Callbeck mentioned that the
annual meeting of the Canadian
National Silver Fox Breeders' As-
sociation will be held in Montreal
on June 8th and he hoped that
most of the directors would be
present, full report of its activities
will be given. B. B. Jones, former
president of the P. E. I. Fur
Breeders Association, who' is. most
active in connection with the
coming visit of mink breeders,
said that he would appreciate
having all other mink breeders
take an interest in this meeting
and he was sure it would be of
benefit to them. The visitors were

not coming on a joy jaunt but
were real business people Wwho
wanted to do something along con-
structive lines.

Highest price realiz-
ed in Silverblus (4,352) was $32.50
for males and $18.75 for females.

The annual Russian fur auction
will be held July 26th at Lenin-
grad. Among the quantities offer-
ed we notice 300,000 muskrat, 3,-
000 while fox, 8.000 sable, 430,000
persian lamb and 10.000 mink; 2,-
000 stone marten, 100,000 kolin-
sky and 100,000 ermine.

A total of 11,000 Empress chin-
chilla will be offered June 21 at
New York Auction Company. This
will be the first public auction of
trade-marked pelts by the Na-
tional Chincilla Breeders of
America and the Farmers Chin-
chilla Co-operative of America.
Merchandise will go on show June
5th. The collection will include
pelts supplied by the~ National
Chinchilla Breeders of Canada.
The 11,000 skins are from a total
of 2,600 individual breeders and
represent practically every prov-
ince in Canada and every state in
the Union.

A cable from London, Eng., has
the following Only about 20
per cent of the 5,000 silver foxes
were sold today in the last auc-
tion of the season by Oslo
Skinauktioner, Oslo, Norway. There
was little interest as the qualities
were not very good and price
levels were virtually unchanged
from February.

THE EMU,

The giant emu is a very large
running bird of Australia. It
stands about six feet in height,
and weighs from 100 to 120 pounds.
It is second only in size to the
African ostrich, which is from
seven to ecight feet in height, with
some birds weighing 200 pounds.
Both these birds have only rudi-
mentary wings, but can run at
great speed. The emu being faster
than a horse for the first quarter
mile, and when in danger, jrusts
to' its speed for safety.

The common emu, Dromaeus
novae hollandiae, belongs to the
cassowary family, but differs
from the cassowaries in that the
head and neck are feathered, ex-
cept on cheeks and throat; it
does not have a ‘helmet,’ nor are
there wattles on its neck. It has
a broad bill, and its’ three toes
are about equal in length. The
plumage is a rich brown, and is
darker on the head, neck and down
the middle line of the back, with
lighter shades underneath. The
parts of the head and neck that
are naked are a greyish blue, its
bill and feet are brown. Its great
webbed feet bear on their inner

toes a peculiar claw, which in-
dicates a closer relation to the
rhea, or American ostrich, which

has threve toes and three claws,
while the African ostrich has but
two toes and no claws.

-

The emu also differs from os-
triches 1n having the “aftershaft”
of each feather as long as the
main shaft, whereas the ostrich
and the rhea have no aftershaft.
The eggs of the emu are an at-
tractive blue green, they measure
4" x 3':” and weigh about 1% lbs.;
they are not as large as the
ostrich eggs, which are white and
weigh about three pounds. The
emu feathers have no ornamental
value, such as the ostrich feath-
ers have had.

The emu is a bird of the plains;
it inhabits open country, and lives
on fruits, roots and herbage. A-
bout the turn of the century it
(had been so constantly hunted for
its meat and fat, that the birds
were greatly diminished in num-
bers. They are timid and peace-
ful in character, and have de-
creased in number in all closely
settled areas; they have disap-
peared from the neighbourhood
of cities and large towns.

In Western Australia, from
Great Sandy Desert, the Gibson
Desert and the Great Victoria
Desert, the giant emu has ap-
peared in hordes and become a
farmer's pest bird that has had
no equal in destructiveness. They
have forced farmers to abandon
their farms, while hundreds of
other farmers have demanded of
the government protection from
these migrations of emus that de-
scended on their wheat arcas to
the south of the deserts.

Their great feet tramped the
wheat into the ground, while with
|their voracious appetites they
lcompleted the destructian of hun-
idreds of acres of wheat. The
farmers of Western Australia had
'formnd their own opinion concern-
'ing the emu, early in the century,
!hough it was not until 1919 that
lxt was officially recognized as a
|serious pest, and the real fight
|commenced to stop its ravages.
\ he farmers used poison, traps
jand organized hunts to protect
|their lands and crops. Growing
desperate in 1932, they appealed
o the government for protection,
{when the great emu hordes ad-
vanced south in a frenzy of hun-
ger.

During the 1935 invasion of the
Western Australian wheat fields,
the government tried a new plan:

every emu destroyed, which re-
sulted in 57,034 birds being killed
between August and January. The
rabbit-proof fence near Ajan held
many until they were killed, and
for years heaps of emu bones re-
mained along the fence. In 1936
another migration started toward
the wheat fields. The government
not only continued the beak bon-
us, but distributed free ammuni-
tion to local vermin boards,
wherever emu drives were or-
ganized. These emu destruction
committees used motor vehicles
on Sundays in these emu drives
in an attempt to exterminate the
pest. Despite these efforts, there
were tremendous losses and dam-
age to the outer fringes of the
wheat belt in 1944.

The emu was declared vermin
throughout Western  Australia,
notwithstanding a vigorous pro-
test by naturalists. This bird oc-
cupies the unique position of ap-
pearing, along with the kangaroo,

on Australian coins, and on the
coalt of arms of that country,
while at the same time it has

been declared a national pest.
The bonus was increased to
forty cents in 1948, and there was
an additional bonus of five cents
each for emu eggs collected in
agricultural areas. In the area
where the emu outwitted the army
in 1932, it is proposed to use a
recent vote of $104,000 to build
an emu-proof fence to protect the
wheat lands.  The fence 4’ 10"
\\‘illl be built of heavy, ring-locked
wire, supplemented with strands
of barbed wire four inches apart
at top and bottom, for 135 miles.
