States on the marketing situation
for furs, has an article in the lat-
est Women's Wear Daily which we
quote in part . , . Ranch raised
mink has heen marketed im the
United States and Canada this
month at just about the same rate
as in December, 1954. By the end
of the year United States auction
houses in New York, Minneapolis,
Hamburg, Wis. and Seattle will
have cleared about 4#7,000 ranch-
ed mink pelts of all types. This
compares with about 430,000 pelts
moved in the same period last
year and is about 15 per cent of
the expected national ranch mink
crop of 3 million pelts.

An incomplete tabulation of
Canadian auction house turnover
Indicates that over 220.000 stand-
ard and mutation pelts have been
sold to date as compared with ap-
proximately 330,000 in the
30 days of the 1954 mink auction
season. Thus, this month about
30 per cent of the @anadian crop
has heen clesred as compared
with 40 per cent in the same per-
iod of last year. All told. approxi-
mately 18 per cent of the com-
bined United States and Cana-
dian mink’ crop has been gbsorb-

;|ed by the trade here and abroad.

A year ago about 20 per cent of
the total had been sold. If turn-
over continues at last year’s pace,

dlby the end of January about 50
#|per cent of the United States crop

and close to 70 per cent of the
Canadian crop will have been ab-
sorbed by fur dealers and manu-
facturers.
