Witness gave a medical descrip-
tion of the condition of the pati-
ent and said he was in shock.

On later visits about one o’clock
and again the next morning he
found the patient a little improv-
ed but with diarrhea and abdom-
inal cramps. In response to a
call later in the day he arrived
to find the patient dead.

Dr. George Dewar, O'Leary,
stated he had performed an au-
topsy on the body of Emmett
Callaghan. He found no signs of
external violence, all organs nor-
mal, bladder contained a mucuos-
like material, the distal three or
four feet of the small bowel was
almost black. R

Dr. Dewar read the report of
Dr. Shaw, Provincial Pathologist
which described the result of
examination of organs submitted
stating that in his (Dr. Shaw’s)
opinion the patient had suffered
