The very nature of sacrifice bid-
ding demands that the declarer
must get every possible trick out
of the play, Oonsider this case.

South could not be criticized for
continuing to the five-level, even
though ‘the opposing five-heart
contract could have been beaten.
As a matter of fact, the succcess-
ful defense would not have been
easy to find — only a club lead on
South's part could have done the
trick.

In the play of the five-spadc
contract, however, South ocould
have been =& little shrewder.

West opened the jack of hearts;
Bast put up the ace and shifted to
the six of diamonds. When West's
ten appeared, declarer didn't even
“huddle’; he put up dummy’'s ace
and led the trump ten. East won
and cashed two diamond tricks,
and of course South also had to
concede the club trick, Down 500.

It may not seem too important
to save a trick and go down two
instead of three, but these 200-
point savings add up enonmously
in the long run, South should not
have parted with the diamond ace
so hastily. Later, South said that
he was afraid of a defensive shift
to clubs and a club ruff, but the
defenders had had that chance —
presumably neither one had &
singleton, South should have held
up the diamond ace for one round
and taken the second round, then
forced out the club ace. True, West
could ‘then shift to (rumps, and
Fast would colleot. another dia-
mod trick — but at least South
might have given West the chance
to make a mistake, There are a
great many players who, in Wesdt's
position, would not shift to trumps
after taking the club ace! And if
the trump shift didn't come, South
could discard a diamond on the
clubs while East wasted his ace of

trumps, ruffing,
