For years Murphy dominated the
Grand Circuit racinz and he had
almost unerring judgment in buy-
ing colts and aged horses. He took
over Peter Manning when he was
thought to be just a freak horse
that would not go the route and
gave him the world’s trotting re-
cord of 1.56% and also the world’s
trotting record over a half-mile
track of 2.02. Both have since been
lowered,

Old-timers will remember when
he bought the trotter Peter Scott
from Walter Cox, paying $50,000
for him. Cox laughed and  said
“He'll be a long time getting that
back,” but the next ygar Murphy
won most of it back., making a
clean sweep of the big stakes on
the Grand Circuit. Peter Scott is
the sire of Scotland, the sire of so
many of the great performers rac-
ing today. S

A series of bad accidents was
the cause of Murphy quitting the
racing game at the end of the
season of 1934, Without doubt he
knew more about training, balan-
cing and buying trotters and pac-
ers than any man in recent years.
The horses that have been purch-
ased for Mr. Buck by him have
been turned over to Jimmie Jor-
dan, a modest type of trainer who
has had a lot of success this sea-
son at Roosevelt Raceway.

We wonder whether Mr. Murphy
will superintend or lay out a line
of instructions for developing this
high priced quintette. It cex‘ajnly
must be a worry to a trainer to
be responsible for that kind of
youngsters getting to the races
and earning a substantial part of
the investment.

Many hunters wh® have been
afield this past week are report-
ing a scarcity of Hungarian part-
ridge...Huns to most of us.
have been stopped on the street,
sometimes three or four times on
a Wwalk uptown, with the ques-
tion: “Where are the Huns?”
am ready to admit hunters who
choose Hungarian partridge as
their special target on their fo-
rays afield earn all the birds they
get. I am also in agreement on
the contention that we lost a lot
of birds this past summer froma
variety of causes.

L] L] L]

August was a hard month on
the Hun coveys. I am certain
that losses were sustained by be-
ing caught out in heavy rains and
chilled and drowned out like
sometimes. happens to domestic
chickens often better than half
grown. Foxes are present in un-
precedented numbers and are
known to have taken a heavy toll
from chicks that were only a few
weeks old. Hun chicks can make
short flights when a week old but
it would be an easy matter for a
fox to follow a covey up and
catch the young birds.

The parent Huns have a trick,
also resorted to by Ruffed grouse
and black ducks, of luring foxes
and dogs away from their broods
by pretending injury. Feigning a
broken wing is the usual proced-
ure. If it were not lpr this 'littie
deception practiced by some of
Mother Nature's children many
coveys and broods would never
reach maturity. A fox, cunning as
he is, never seems to see through
this little ruse...they'll fall for
it every time. Whatever the
cause many Hun . coveys disap-
peared between the end of hay-
making and the middle of Sep-
tember.

-

I know of farms that held as
many as three coveys of birds,
large ones, at the end of July.
’I‘ryir;g to find them today is an-
other matter. I have observed
more coveys holding from seven
to nine birds this fall than dur-
ing any recent hunting season. I
have also run across coveys that
held close to thirty birds,
L ] .

At a certain stage of growth
the Hun chicks are too large for
the mother to cover the lot when
a torrential downpour of rain
sets in and yet are not feathered
out to the extent that water will
not penetrate to their bodies. In
such cases these members lack-
lpg the strength to fight for po-
sition under their mother are
liable to perish. Instinct prompts
the mother bird to seek shelter
