Poﬁsh Legation Attache
Quits; To Stay In Canada

OTTAWA, Merch 3 — (CP) —
Tadeusz Wiewlorowsk!, for four
years commercial attache at the
Polish Legation, today quit his
post in deflance of a recall to
Poland and announced his inten-
tlon to stay in 'Canada.

The blond, 050-year-old Pole,
second to break ties with the Le-
gation In the last year, said that
missions of Soviet satellite coun-
tries in Ottawa are ' bé¢ing loaded
with “ideological shock troops ..
trained and {indoctrinated to the
last degree in Communism.”

Last April W. A, Zbik, second
secretary to the Legation, made a
similar move, Zbik is still in Ot-
tawa,

Wiewiorowski said in an inter-
view that he came here four
years ago with the intention of
staying in Canada, He married

a girl on the Legation staff. They

plan to bring up their two-yesr-
old son as a Canadian.

The commercial attache sent his
resignation  today in a registered
letter to Jan Milnikiel, Polish
Minister since 1848,

He has applied to the immigra-
tion authorities to “enter” Canada
as an immigrant,

Immigration officials said his
application Is under consldera-
tion, and that he will be allow-
ed to remain pending a decision.

His resignation from the Le-
gation post has been pending
since he received notice in Janu-
ary to return to Warsaw for a
“conference.”

Mr, Wiewiorowskl has never
been a Communist, He sald the
“conference” method was being
used to draw back diplomatic per~
sonnel who did not conform to
Communist views.

Expect Support Price
For Butter To Be Cut

OTTAWA, March 3 —(CP) -
The government's support price for
butter will be reduced by five or
six cents a pound April 1, dedry
experts forecast today, .

Ample production combined
with lower support’ prices usually
result in a generally lower price
to the consumer. In the case of
butter, It was not known how
much of a price drop this will
mean .to the consumer.

The new support ice will be
announced by Agriculture Minist-
er Gardiner within the next three
wecks. The current price is about
58 cents a pound. This may dip to
58 or 52 cents.

COAL STRIKE IS REPORTED

Drafting Of
New Contract
Is Proce_e_ding

WASBHINGTON, March § —(AP)

negotiations sald tonight a settle-
ment of the crippling strike ls “4a
the bag’ but a contract will not be
signed until tomorrow, R
The agreement was said to cover
the northern, western and steel-
owned “captive” mines. Southern
operators were reported to be
holding out against scme terms of
the pact.
There were predictions that they
too would fall in llne soon.
Mechanics of drafting the long
contract were expected to delay
a signing for one day, or possibly
two in the case of the northern
operators, and possibly longer In
the case of the southerners.
There were reponts, as yet of-
ficially unconfinmed, that the new
pact called for an increase of 70
cents a day in wages, and of 10
cents a ton in royalty payments
for the miners' weldare fund.
Though the bhig strike ap-
peared to be all but over, it
was recognized that there still
could be slipups before the
algnatures went down on the

contraot..

Truman Plans Seizure

Secret negotiations were in pro-
gress after President Truman, in
an urgent message to Congress,
asked quick authority to seize and
operate the soft coal mines If
peace was not restored. Truman
sald emphatically that the country
was In danger.

However, Federal peacemakers
expressed optimism that the drastic
seizure step would be unnecessary
