danger and caused them to send for
foreign troops. The Chinese officials
did not want the foreign troopsto come
up, and otderedthat the railway should
not be used to carry the troops. The
ministers thereupontoldthe authorities
that if there was a massacre of foregin-
rs It would mean the end of Chinaas

an empire, and the authorities finally
withdrewthe order. A battle was ex-
pected at the city gates between the
foreign troops and theChinesesoldiers;
but the latter were ordered away be-

fore the troops arrived.
In concluding her letter, Miss

Rutherford says—‘Thereis a tremend-
ously strong anti-foreign feeling all
over China. and there is some good
reasons for it, too. ‘The poor China-
man is being stripped piece by piece,
and no wonder he thinks it is
time to object. They connect foreign-
ers with the religion of Jesus
Christ; think it is a
national religion, and so vent their fury
on the Church and Chinese Christian,
for joining them.

‘When we go out on the street we
hear, “Ha, ha foreign devil, the Boxers
have come, and you haven't much
longertolive,“ or, “There is ene of
those Christians. She will be killed
soon.” This has all broken’ out
within the past few months, that is, in
Pekin; it was as quiet as_ possible
before that.’

AN OBJECT LESSON.

Whenthe Boers shall have been sub
dued, they will have learned a_ lesson
most impressively taught them by the
massing of the colonial recruits upon
the South African veldt—the lesson of
empire. A trooperin the Canadian
mountedrifles relates this experience
in a letter, dated Bloemfontein, April
23, and describing the march thither
along the main road from
Springfontein:

Our troop left Springfontein as
mounted guard to 800 of the City
Imperial Volunteers. The third night
myhorse got kicked in the shoulder,
and went so lame that she had te be
left. The next day I had to walk a
fifteen-mile march, and got on the rail-
