CIVIL WAR

Senator Hughes
Urges Reduction In
Customs And Excise
Duties To Curb Evil.

Folowing is the text of Senator
Hughes' remarks on the third read-
ing of a bill to amend the Customs
Ac: (Canadian Waters) in the
Senate June 15, to which brief
reference was made in these col-
umns a few days ago:

Hon. J. J. Hughes: “Honourable
senators, the Blll b2fore the House
for third reading will, when it be-
comes law, give the Preventive Ser-
vice much greater power than it
has now. In fact, so much is its
power to be enlarged that some
members of the Baaking and Com-
merce Committee feared that if all
these powers were exercised they
would hamper the legitimate trade
and ccmmerce o. the country. The
Preventive Service asked for these
new powers 50 that it could cope
with the evil of smuzgling and il-
licit home-brewing of malb and
spirituous liquors. This evil is not
indigenuous to our country, nor
did we have it with us in its pres-
ent intensity for many years before
the War. As it stands now, it was
caused by an Act of Parliament
passed, with the best of intentions,
during the late War, which raised
the customs and exci‘e duties on
malt and siprituous liquors to un-
precedented heights. If we once
realized the extent of the evil and
the difficulty of coping with it, the
proper or best cure would almost
suggest itself, namely. repeal of
the ‘aws which causcd it.

“The evil has taken on almost
the proportions of a small civil
war, employing tome of the mod-
ern weapons of war, on land, on
sea and in the air. It has divided
the people into two camps, one
camp trying to suppress it, the
other actively engaged in it or sym-
pathizing with it. It has given rise
to anger, hatred, ill-will, strife, per-
jury and other evils—all contrary to
peace, order and good government.
It is an unmitignésd evil. Smugz-
ling is found to a great extent on
the coasts because of natural con-
ditions, while home-brewing is more
extensively followed in the interior.

A Costly Etfort
“General MacBrien told us, at
the hearing before Banking

and Commerce Committee, that the
effort to cope with the evil was
cost:ng the country a direct outlay
of more than a million dollars a
year, and that to meet the situation
effectively wou!d require an ad-
ditional expenditure of at least
$250,000 or $300,000. I am sure that
I am well within the mark when I
say that the indirect cost to the
country is more than the direct
cost—perhaps twice as much; but,
great as that cost is, it is in my
opinion nothing to the demoralizing
effeot the illicit traffic has on the
character of many of our people.
That, as I sce it, cannot be calcul-
ated in terms of money; and I
greatly fear that while so large a
proportion of our people sympath-
ize with the tracfic and e:ther ac-
tively or passively suport it, it can-
not be suppressed by force. Even
General MacBrien's hopes are lim-
ited, for he told wus before the
Banking and Commerce Committee
that while he expected to curtail
the smuggling end of the business
he feared that the curtailment itself
would increase the home-brewinz.

“Some people think the revenue
of the country would suffer #f
duties were reduced to

to smuggle and home-brew. I doubt
that the revenue would suffer by
such a reduction. I feel that I
should be quite safe in saying that
two-thirds of the liquors consumed
now pay no duty. But even if the
revenue would suffer tv some ex-
tent, surely no Government would
think of raising revenue by meth-
ods that would demoralize the
character of its citizens.

“I feel it to be my duty to make
these observations at this stage,
because I fear this evil will not be
cured by the methods we are
adopting, and I really believe that
if the members wouid take the
time to consider the business thor-
oughly other methods would be
adopted. ’

“Some eight years ago, when we
enlarged the powers of the Pre-
ventive Service, Mr. Breadner, who
was then Commissioner of Cus-i
toms. and Mr. Cowan, an official
of the Preventive Service, told us
they felt surc they could stop
smuggling and illicit home-brewing
if they got the law they were ask-
ing for, Two years later Mr. Bread-
ner told me they had been defeat-
ed; that the only way to stop the
business was to make a drastic re-
duction of the duties. General
MacBrien says virtualy the same
thing now. Under these circum-
stances the only thing we can do
now is to watch this legislation
and its e'fects, 1f it falls—I hope it
will not—perhaps the Government
of the day will apply the remedy
that should have been applied some
years ago.”

STRIERS RIOT
INOHID

One Killed and Four
Wounded In Ports-
mouth Disorders.

(A, P. by Guardian’s Special Wire)

PORTSMOUTH, O, June 23—
Bullets killed a guard and wound-
ed four other men today in a clash
between strikers and company
guards at the closed Wheeling
Steel Corporation plant in nearby
New Boston.

Half a dozen other persons suf-
fered minor injuries during the
encounter, .

More than 300 shots were fired
when company guards attempted
to transport food on a locomotive
and gondola to  workers besieged
inside the company's  wire mill
since the strike began May 22.

The slain man was George Mey-
ers, 38, one of eight guards aboard
the locomotive when it started
down a three-block line from the
main plant to the wire mill.

While officers pleaded vainly
with a throng of strikers to dis-
perse, a furious crowd of men
pried apart and destroyved the
railway tracks.

No strikers were wounded.
