Ouvn little town was thrown inte an Gfvsual
#ate of excitement on Tuesday by an evemt
which is happily of very rare occurrence in
this Island, namely=the apprehension and
cxamination of a man accused of an apparent-
Iy causcless and cold-blooded murder, The
man supposed to bave been mmrdered is a
sailor by the name of Bradiey, on board the
schooner Ambrose, Turnbull, master. This
vessel was on Monday night Iyving #t gnchor
off Dunk River Dridge. It appears that the
man—Bradley—was left alone in charge of
the schooner. On Tuesday morning about
seven or eight o'clock, Mr. Philip Baker went
on board and was horrified to find the cabin
floor covered with blood. He found an axe,
an open raxory and a long sharp knife—the
two latter covered with blood in the eabin,
On the eabin stairs and the bulwarks of the
vessel he saw the stains of blood, but no other
traces of the man could be found, Previous
to coming on board Mr, Baker met a man,
evidently a sailor, fn the lane that led to the
shore.  This man asked him if he knew
where Captain Turnbull was, and said that
he had been waiting for him. When Mr.
Baker saw the dreadful state of things on
board the schooner he immedintely suspected
that the man whom he had met had committed
the murder.  He therefore with as little delay
us possible proceeded to Summerside to have
Bim apprehended.  The mun suspected of
anurder was found without the least trouble
conversing with his mate on the strect, Ilis
story is ns follows:—He says that he was
looking for a berth, and hearing that Capt.
Turnbull wanted a hand, le went to Bedeque
to see him. That he slept in a house there
on Monday night intending in the morning to
look for the Captain, He did not get up till
pretty lute on Tuesday morning, and went im-
mediately on board the schooner, which it
scems was lying somedistance from the shore,
Huving got aboard or alongside of her, we
are not sure which, he suw a man  with a
razor in his hand,  He asked him if Captain
Turnbull was on board, to which the other
replied that he was not on hoard. and that if
he did not come soon he would not find Atm
there.  He then immediately went ashore.
He of course denies having committed the
Lorrible erime laid to his charge. Ilis name
is Andrew DBenson; he i3 a forcigner—a
Swede, we have heard. We were pre-
eent at his examinution before Harry Green,
James Campbell, and Win, Beairsto, Lsqrs,
e is not a vicious looking man, and told his
story without any hesitation or cmbarrass-
ment. ‘The body was found to-day. (Wednes-
day). The throat is cut, but we believe that
there are no other marks of violence alout
his person.

Since the above was written, we learn that

Wednesday . A Doctor was called in to ex-
amine the wound, who said he believed the
cut on the throat was not sufficient to cause
death for some time.  Itis believed that the
unfortunate fellow—who had been drinking
hard for some days previous—itlicted the
wound himself and afterwards jumped over-
board. There were no other marks on his
body but the cut on the throat. "Lhe Jury
returned a verdiet of ** Suicide.”

CANADA CONFEDERATION !
The Queen’s Proclamation.

—— ]
From the Supplement to the Tondon Gazette
of Tuesday, May 21,

By the Queen. A Proclamation for uniting
the 'rovinees of Canada, Nova Scotia and
New Branswick into one dominion, under
the nawe of Canada.

Whereas, by an Act of Parlinment, passed
on the 20th day of March, 1867, in the 30th
yeur of our reign. entitled an Act for the
Union of Canada, Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick, and the Government thereof, and for
purposes  connected  thereof, after divers
recitals, it is enacted that ** It shall be lawful
forthe Queen, by and with the advice of Her
Mujesty’s Most Honorable Privy Council. to
declure, by proclumation, that on and atter a
duy therein appointed, not being more than
six months ufter the pussing of this Act, the
Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotin, and New
Brunswick shall form and be one dominion
under the name of Canada, and on and after
that day those three provinces shall form and
be one dominion under that name accordingly ;
and it is thereby further cnacted that such
“ persons shall be first summoned to the
Senate as the Queen by waecrant, under Her
Mujesty’s Royal sign manual, thinks fit to ap-
prove, and their names shall be inserted in the
Queen'’s Proclamation of Union.,” We there-
fore, by and with the advice of our Drivy
Council, have thought fit to issue this, our
Royal ’'roclamation, and we do ordain, de-
clare and cemmand that on and after the first
day of July, 1867, the Provinces of Canada,
Nova Scotia and New DBrunswick shall form
and le one Dominion under tho name of
Canada.

And we do farther ordain and declare that
the persons whose names are herein inserted
and set forth are the persons of whom we have
by warrant under our Royal sign manual,
thought fit to approve as the persons who
shall be first summoned to the Benate ot
Canada :
