The supplanting of horses
by electricity is a prominent factor in the
decreased demandfor this cereal.”

Cheese — Liverpool (G. B.) advices by
mail (June 20) state that the demand
there for cheese continues steady. Really
fancy old cheese are very scarce, but hold-
ers of fine to fivest {meet buvers a little.
Market closes steady. Quotations are:
Finest cheese, 353 to 37s; fancy “old”
white cheese scarce, 40s to 43s; finest col-

ored, 37s to 40s; fine to finest, 32s to 35s.
