IN MEMORIAM |

'REV. R.F. MALONE -

Rev. Ralph Francis Malone, a
native of St. Ann’s Parish, Lot
65, Prince Edward Island, died
after a lengthy illness at the Ed-
monton General Hospital on Jan-
uary 16th, 1958. He was Pastor
of St. Michael’s Parish, Ledue,
Alberta, at the time of his death.
Father Malone was loved and
revered by all who knew him
as a young and brilliant student
at St. Dunstan’s University, as a
Teacher in this Province, as a
Parish Priest in the Archdiocese
of Edmonton, but particularly
was his life exemplary as
Chapldin in the Canadian Army
during World War II. It was while
making this sacrifice for
country and the Spiritual needs
of our boys overseas that his
health began to fail nevertheless
he contined laboring indefatiga-
bly until the war was over. His
health was then permanently im-
paired and he was never really
well again. :

Of a quiet and unassuming na-
ture, Father Malone possessed a
kind and gentle disposition, and
one had to know him well to ap-
reciate his Christian Faith, deep
aumility, and perfect resignation
to God’s Holy Will that permea-
ted and ever guided his whole
life. During his last years he suf-
fered constantly, and his life was
not an easy one, but he bore it
with firm Christian fortitude, and
he was frequently heard to say,
“If this was not God’s will my
suffering would indeed be un -
bearable.”’

Father Malone had a deep pa-
triotic love for the Province of
his birth, and whenever possible
returned home to visit his fam-
ily. When illness forced him to
give up his’ Pastoral duties for
a time, he asked that he might
come back to Prince Edward Is-
land feeling confident that
health would be restored in his
native climate. Although he im-
proved greatly during his rest
and he was able to resume his
duties in Leduc, he was not com-
pletely cured, and gradually his
health again began to fail.
