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OFF GUARD .

It is quite impossible for us to

ke on guard all the time; by that
I mean that we should do every-
taiug after looking at it from all,
angles. Habit takes care of that,
and we form habits good and bad.
There is such a thing as custom,
which Lord Bacon sald was “the
chief magistrate of man's }ife.”
. Being off guard in some ways
hus its advantage, for then we
er: not posing but are natural.
Tne hypocrites of our Lord's day,
whose conduct He so condemned,
were play-actors, being scrupulo-
usly careful about certain things,
but they “strained at gnats and
swallowed camels.”

Little things reveal character. T
am sure that we all admit that W.
E. Gladstone was a great British
siatesman — one of Britain's great-
est sons. He was outstanding as a
speaker in the House of Commons,

Lut his character is seen to in

those little things—“those little un-
vemembered acts of kindnes and of
love.” We are told that he was
in the habit of buying a paper
from a newsboy at a certain street
corner, but missed him one day.
and for several days. Upon en-
quiry, he found that he was in the
hospital. He went to see him, sat
by his bed, read the Bible to him
and had prayer. That was like a
little window which showed the
way into the heart of Mr. Glad-
stone. And years ago we read how.
afier a busy day in the House of
Comnmons, he would go home and
get down on the floor and play
with his granddaughter. He could
enter into a child’s world and kept
through all the years a child heart.
This did not interfere with his
work in behalf of the nation, nor
disqualify him from writing on the
defence of Christianity.,

All will agree that Jonathan Ed-
waids was a great man. His
ceventy “resclutions”, by which he
planned his life show that: but
Little things show how human he
too was. His references in some
letters’ to “blooming flowers in the
spring” indicated that his head
was not always in the clouds, and
his great work on the “Freedom
of the Will” did not dry up the
fountain of tears. This extract from
a letter of Charles Darwin to his

wife proves the same thing: “At
last I fell asleep and awoke with
a chorus of birds singing around
me and. squirrels running up the
trees, and some wood-peckers
laughing; and it was as pleasant
and rural a scene as ever I saw,
and I did not care one penny how
any of the birds and beasts had
Leen formed.” He did not see his
lahoratory when he lay on the
grass.

This is all very well, and char-
acters are revealed in that way,
because the people who write and
speak thus are not posing—they
are natural.

However, we must
rigicly on our guard.
of Samson, as told in Milton’s
“Samson Agonistes” reveals that
truth. His father comes to sez
him in his humiliation — his eyes
cut, and he a slave for the Philis-
tines. What a fall was that! The
fallen hero, who is yet to redeem
himself, recalls his past and how
he had been a Nazarite, practising
strict temperance in certain re-
spects, but he had lald his head
on the lap of Delila, Here he was
off guard, and he expresses a truth
which is applicable to more con-
citions than his:
“What boots it at one
