Fame

Sam "Boston Tar Baby"
Langford Dies In Boston -

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP)—Sam
Langford, boxing's fearless ‘“‘Tar
Baby,” died Thursday just three
months after he "gained the Hall-;
of-Fame recognition which almost
eluded him in his sightless old
age.

Langford died in comparative
obscurity after a long illness in a
nursing home at the age of 72.

Born in Weymouth, N. §, Lang-
ford ran away from home as a
youth to embark in a career en-
compassing some 642 bouts from
1902 through 1923. His perform-
ances have caused many ring ex-
perts to consider him the greatest
pound-for-pound fighting machine
in the history of the professional
sport.

TACKLED HEAVYWEIGHTS
Despite his maximum
pound weight and five-fool. 6'%-
inch height, Langford took on|
many heavyweights. His most me-
morable battle was a bloody 15
round loss on a close decision to
Jack Johnson in nearby Chelsea in
1906 in which he was outweigned
by 49 pounds.
